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Abstract

In 2011, Japan suffered many misfortunes, and the earthquake, tsunami and
nuclear leakage have resulted in great losses of life and property. Although the supply
chain has recovered soon, but because of the following trends such as Yen appreciation,
European debt crisis and the weakening American economy, Japanese economy recovery
is slowing down. In 2012, Japan would formally start the reconstruction. Under the
stimulus of domestic demand’s expansion, adding to the recovery of American economy
and global economy, Japanese economy is expected to experience an upturn.

Although facing the adversity of Northeast Earthquakes and the deterioration of
international economic environment, the trade between China and Japan had grown
strongly in 2011, so that China’s position as Japan’s largest trading partner and export
market has been consolidated. Especially Japanese direct investment in China has a rapid
growth, ending the downturn which lasted 5 years. In the environment of Japanese
economy and the world economy’s warming-up and Chinese economy’s sustained faster
growing, especially by the impact of reconstruction after the earthquakes, the Sino-Japanese
economic and trade cooperation is expected to achieve stable even faster growth in 2012.

This book is a detailed analysis of the latest dynamic about Japanese economy and
Sino-Japanese economic cooperation. It takes “ General Report” as the basis, takes
situation analysis and development trend as the starting point, takes economic impact of
Northeast Earthquakes and experiences and lessons of Japanese disaster prevention and
mitigation system as the focus, gives consideration to Japan’s long-term financial risk,
Japan’s foreign economic strategy and Sino-Japanese economic cooperation, in order to
learn experiences of Japan. Although Northeast Earthquakes exposed that Japan also had
loopholes in the prevention of tsunami and nuclear power safety, but overall, the
experiences of Japan’s earthquake prevention and disaster reduction are worth to draw
