4. Build the enforcement mechanism in order to keep the organization
stability ; Enhance the amateurism and the balance of athletic ability ; gain the
support of the judicial system.

5. The institution of IA can impel and restrict the member institution,
thus it can lower the transition cost of the inner organization reflecting the in-

crease of efficiency of resource using,
