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Brief introduction

This book is a guide to bamboo paper-making skills, which is one of the
inventions of paper in ancient China. It supplements the detailed processing skills
which is lacking in the content of complete step (shaqing in Chinese) in the book of
The History of Chinese Chemical & Medicine written by Song Yingxing in Ming
Dynasty. It completed the editorial work of technology documents for the ancient
process of bamboo paper (Yuan Shu Paper) which among the 5 series of ancient
paper craft including linen paper, bark paper, bamboo paper, cotton paper and straw
paper,thus to provide the paper-making craft which had already stepped into the sc-
ience hall a full set of written practical process documents.

In this book, it introduced in detailed about the full set man-made paper-making
process with the raw material of green bamboo, and also put emphasis on the practice
skills, industry standard, and the key-points which easy to arise the technical
problems, the items need to pay attention to, etc. during making Yuan Shu Paper. It
describes all the symptom happened during the process of paper forming and drying,

and then provides relative measures to control and remove. Meantime, the book is
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also introduced thoroughly to the relative facilities' selection, dimensions,
processing, installation, application, etc.

There is an old saying in Fuyang —— a green bamboo can be turned into paper.
It means making paper is the best live-making skill except attending school for the
people living in mountains. From this old saying, the writer explained the whole
paper-making process from the raw material cut, process, hammer, pulp, dip paper,
dry, and till to paper collect, polish, package, and finally to the market. During the
editing period, the writer also analysis in theory the history meaning and value of
bamboo paper process, and explore the culture connotation of bamboo paper.

The book is illustrated with photos, and help people to know the ancient
papermaking craft, provide evidence for bamboo paper-making craft. It is valuable

to read as a professional book.
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
