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EDITOR’'S REMARKS

1. Beijing Yearbook is an overall reference book of comprehensive information and
historical facts. Led by Beijing municipal government, Council of Beijing Local His-

tory takes charge of its writing.

2. This yearbook is under the guidance of Marxism, Leninism and Mao Zedong
thought and it follows the principles, general and specific policies having appeared
after the 3rd session of the 11th Congress of the Chinese Communist Party. It

holds the 4 basic principles and shows real situations objectively.

3. This yearbook has two types of writing, passages and items. With the type of
items as the main form, it uses standard narratives to state the facts. The language

used is tended to be simple and brief.

4. With the 1st volume published in 1990, this yearbook has been written annally.
Each yearbook states the important historical events having happened the last year
in all walks of life in Beijing and takes new information, so it provides reliable basis
for leaders to make decisions, valuable materials for organizers to plan and develop
their trades, and the newest information for all people inside and outside China to

know more about Beijing, to study Beijing.

5. With the focus on things and events of different levels of institutions of Beijing

municipal goverment this yearbook also includes things of central enterprises and

institutions to make the subject clear and the contents complete.

6. In the section of writings, nine parts are set for featured articles, selections of
laws and regulations, important work (events and activities ), across Beijing,
chronicle of events, social and economical situation of all walks of life, brief infor-
mation about districts and counties, the best of Beijing most and statistical data.
The two items for the part of important work are ” Holding of the Seventh Beijing
Congress of the CPC” and ” Speeding up the capital’s construction”.

7. Social economy of all walks of life is the main part of this yearbook. Items under
each subject are compiled according to different catagaries in the present yearbook.
There are 36 catagories as follows: Beijing Municipal Committee of the CPC, Bei-
jing Consultative Committee of the CPC, Beijing commission for Discipline Inspec-

tation of the CPC, the Standing Committee of the Beijing People’s Congress, Bei-



jing Municiple Government, Beijing Committee of the Chinese People’s Political
Consultative Conference, democratic parties * union of Industry and Commerce,
trade unions ¢ the Communist Youth League + Women's Federation, military af-
fairs, law, population ¢ family planning, organisational structure * labour ¢ per-
sonnel, supervisory ¢ security * archives ¢ local chronicles, nationalities ¢ reli-
gions, Taiwan affairs « affairs of overseas Chinese * foreign affairs, comprehensive
economical management, industry, agriculture, building industry, transportation
and post and telecommunication, commerce, foreign trade, tourism, urban plan-
ning, urban administration, science and technology, social science, education,
news media ¢+ publicaton, culture and art, public health, sports, social living, ur-

ban districts and rural counties, the best of Beijing and the statistical data.

8. In this yearbook , there are lists of chief leaders of Beijing’s CPC committee,
Beijing municipal government, and the PLA, major leaders of Beijing branches of
all democratic parties and mass organizations, major leaders of various districts,
counties and bureaus (head company, bank). All the positions listed are based on

situations in 1992. New appointments and removals are noted if there are any.

9. All the items appearing in this yearbook are written or provided by people (de-
partment) specially assigned by various administrative sections and checked by their
chief leaders. The statistic materials of reference of Beijing’s social economy are
provided by the Municiple Bureau of Statistics, whereas the statistic figures from
various trades are provided by their leading departments.

10. This yearbook states situations and things having happened from January 1 to
Dec 31 of 1992 (Due to the real situations part of contents may have to extend a lit-
tle), so the year of 1992 is omitted for things of 1992 and only months and dates

are mentioned.
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
