It is heartening to know that the People’s Posts and Telecommunications Publishing House is
publishing a series of The Award Winning Exhibit of Early Chinese Airmail books featuring eight
exhibits that had in the last 20 years won gold or large gold awards at international and world
philatelic exhibitions. Authors of these exhibits include Mr. Wei Gang, ACPF Director and Grand Prix
National winner at CHINA 2009; Mr. Lin Hengfu, FRPSL, a Fellow Member of the ACPF and gold
medal winner at CHINA 2009, Mr. David Lu, FRPSL who had been awarded a large gold medal with
special prize at INDIPEX 2011; and other eminent foreign philatelists who are leading figures in the
study of early Chinese airmail. This set of books is exemplary and serves as good and uneasy to find
teaching material for the study of early Chinese airmail, arrangement of an exhibit and raising of one’s

standard in philately.

Elevation of an individual’s standard in philately is not only dependent on ardent collecting but also in
continuous study, and elevation of a country’s philatelic standard not only requires wide participation
by collectors but also various other channels and methods of promotion. The publication of this set
of books has enabled collections that are only on display for a few days at an exhibition to become
permanent and important reference material of readers in the development of knowledge.

The air post of China began in the 1920s, which is relatively early internationally, and thus one
of the important areas of study in the international aerophilatelic field. The publication of The
Award Winning Exhibit of Early Chinese Airmail books, I believe, will further enhance the status
and influence of Chinese aerophilately internationally, and will also contribute to the promotion of
Chinese philatelic activities and cross-culture ties.

China is one of the earliest countries to provide airmail services in the world. In the past, there were
some famous flights either around the world or goodwill flights organized by private entities or
organizations that included China as a stopover. When these flights landed in China, the local post
office would always seize the opportunity to ask the pilot to bring some mail along with them. The
Chinese post office would seek opportunities to work with foreign post offices to transport Chinese
airmail utilizing their air post systems. This resulted in making China a notable part of early air
mail history.

In recent years, more and more exhibits on early Chinese airmail won the gold or large gold medals
in various FIP or FIAP exhibitions. The importance of early Chinese airmail has been
acknowledged by the international philatelic circle.

To commemorate the 90th year anniversary (1920-2010) of the first official Chinese airmail, a
series of books titled,The Award Winning Exhibit of Chinese Early Airmail will be published by
People's Posts and Telecommunications Publishing House in Beijing. It will also include the 8
classic early Chinese airmail exhibits from all over the world. It is a useful philatelic literature to
help you to understand early Chinese airmail. [ hope you will like them.
