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Abstract

Being a crucial period for the nationwide construction of moderate prosperous
society, and also a period to overcome difficulties in deepening reform and opening-up,
in accelerating the transformation of development pattern, the 12" five-year period is
also an opportunity for making great contributions. The Chang-Zhu-Tan reform
experimental area of “two-oriented society” has covered the first stage of “laying good
foundation and starting major projects”, and has entered the second stage of further
pushing forward. It is also a crucial period for experiment and demonstration in reform
and construction. Accordingly, this volume establishes the theme on exploration on
further pushing forward “two-oriented society” construction.

The general section includes the following content: a basic summary on outstanding
achievements in reform and construction of the experimental area in the past three years
of the first phase; a scientific analysis on difficulties in the upcoming new phase;
pointing out that further advance the *two-oriented society” construction needs to
stress comprehensive reforms, to achieve integration and interactive development in
economic and social fields in the “two-oriented society” construction, to stress and
strengthen “six works”, to speed up construction of “eight great projects”.

The comprehensive section includes the following content: accentuating exploration
on how to prepare a fortified campaign in “two-oriented society” construction in the
new phase; how to achieve interactive development in new industrialization,
agricultural modernization, new urbanization and information technology promotion;
speeding up economic restructuring, implementation of industrial innovation project;
strengthening social management innovation; accelerating in pushing forward integration
of urban-rural “two-oriented society” construction; as well as the “two-oriented
society” construction and the promotion of people’s livelihood and happiness index.

The thematic section includes the following content: pointing out that Chang-Zhu-
Tan experimental area needs to implement cloud computing project, to accelerate the
convergence of three national networks in Chang-Zhu-Tan, to accelerate the
construction of Changsha National Biological Base, to accelerate the transformation of

development pattern in high-tech industrial parks; to accelerate the development of



recycling economy around Chang-Zhu-Tan city group; to expand the exemplary effect
of national recycling economy pilot parks and enterprises, reflection on exploration and
investigation on low—carbon city construction in Changsha and Zhuzhou; to accelerate
the development of service industry and cultural industry.

Two appendixes are also incorporated into this book including the Hunan
Provincial Committee of CPC and Hunan Provincial People’s Government’s decision on
accelerating the transformation of economic development pattern to push forward “two-
oriented society” construction and the memorabilia of Chang-Zhu-Tan “two-oriented

society” experimental area construction in 2010.
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
