Like many other aspects of the computer age, Yahoo began as an idea, 1  into a hobby and

lately has 2 into a full-time passion. The two developers of Yahoo, David Filo and Jerry Yang,

Ph. D candidates 3  Electrical Engineering at Stanford University, started their guide in April
— 11 —
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1994 as a way to keep 4  of their personal interest on the Internet. Before long they 5  that
their homebrewed lists were becoming too long and 6 . Gradually they began to spend more and
more time on Yahoo.

During 1994, they 7  yahoo into a customized database designed to 8  the needs of the
thousands of users 9  began to use the service through the closely 10  Internet community.
They developed customized software to help them 11  locate, identify and edit material 12
on the Internet. The name Yahoo is 13  to stand for “Yet Another Hierarchical Officious Ora-
cle” , but Filo and Yang insist they selected the 14  because they considered themselves yahoos.
Yahoo itself first 15  on Yang’s workstation, “akebono” , while the search engine was 16
on Filo's computer, “Konishiki”.

In early 1995 Marc Andersen, co-founder of Netscape Communication in Mountain View, Cali-
fornia, invited Filo and Yang to move their files 17  to larger computers _ 18  at Netscape. As
a result Stanford's computer network returned to __19 , and both parties benefited. Today, Yahoo

20  organized information on tens of thousands of computers linked to the web.

When an invention is made, the inventor has three possible 1  of action open to him: he
can give the invention to the world by publishing it, keep the idea _2 , or patent it.

A 3 patent is the result of a bargain _ 4 _ between an inventor and the state, but the in-
ventor gets a limited period of monopoly and publishes full details of his invention to the public after
that period _ 5

Only in the most exceptional circumstances _ 6 the lifespan of a patent _ 7  to alter this
normal process of events.

The longest extension ever _ 8  was to Georges Valensi; his 1939 patent for color TV receiver
circuit was extended until 1971 because for most of the patent’s normal life there was no color TV to
_ 9 and thus no hope for reward for the invention.

Because a patent remains permanently 10 after it has terminated, the shelves of the library
attached to the 11 office contain details of literally millions of ideas that are free for anyone to
use and, if 12 than half a century, sometimes even re-patent. Indeed, patent experts often ad-
vise anyone _ 13 to avoid the high cost of conducting a search through 14  patents that the
one sure way of violation of rely other inventor's right is to plagiarize a dead patent. Likewise, be-
cause publication of an idea in any other form _ 15 _ invalidates further patents on that idea, it is
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traditionally 16 to take ideas from other areas of print. Much modern technological advance is
__17  on these presumptions of legal security.

Anyone.closely 18  in patents and inventions soon learns that most “new” ideas are, in
fact, as old as the hills. It is theft reduction to commercial practice, either through necessity or
dedication, or through the availability of new technology, @19  makes news and money. The
basic patent for the theory for magnetic recording dates back to 1886. Many of the original ideas be-
hind television originate 20  the late 19th and early 20th century. Even the Volkswagen rear en-

gine car was anticipated by a 1904 patent for a cart with the horse at the rear.
