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Introduction of Mr. Wan Zhengliang

Mr. Wan Zhengliang, styled Wosu, with two literary names Gengfu (means cultivator)
and the master of Ye Mo Xuan, also has a pen name of Wanyi. Mr. Wan is Han
Chinese and was born in Jianli County, Jingzhou City, Hubei Province, on March,
1958. After joining the Chinese Communist Party (CCP), he undertook and completed
high level qualifications at university. He has been a senior lecturer, a counsellor for
China’s West region education; he is a member of the Hubei Province Calligrapher

Association and a member of Painting & Calligraphy Research Association of Hubei

Province.

Mr. Wan has been a calligraphy teacher in normal secondary schools and the post
secondary specialized colleges; in addition, during this period he was also involved
in the research and educational administration. More than thirty articles of his works
have been published in ten or more specialized newspapers and magazines. His
works have been awarded prizes at local and international exhibitions. Some of his
works have been displayed at art galleries. Besides, on a number of occasions he has
been invited to deliver presentations at a number of seminars on calligraphy theory

and creative work of calligraphy.

His artistic achievements have been displayed in some specialized magazines.
What’s more, his brief bhiography is recorded by more than ten comprehensive
dictionaries, including China’s Fam ous Contemporary Educators Dictionary,
Dictionary of World Seal Cutting Specialists of Modern Painting and Calligraphy,

and Chinese Specialists and Talents.
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His works of art are compiled into more than ten comprehensive calligraphy series,
such as:Chinese and Japanese Calligraphy Works ; World Seal Cutting Specialists
of Modern Painting and Calligraphy of the 20" Century ;and the Chinese Artistic
Calligrapher’s Works in the 20th Century.

The students taught by Mr. Wan have won prizes in international and domestic contests,
such as: “Calligraphy Competition between Chinese and Japanese Youngsters, in Gao

Ye Shan, Japan” ; “Yellow Crane Cup International Calligraphy Contest” .

His students have had their works of art exhibited on hundreds of occasions. In 1986
he gained a national award in “excellence as a calligraphy teacher” during the
calligraphy contest when he was teaching in a secondary normal school. In the
Dictionary of World Modern Seal Cutting Specialists of Painting and Calligraphy of
1993 he was awarded the bronze medal as an artist. Being one of the best works, his
calligraphic work was chosen by CCP Calligraphy and Painting Collection which was
compiled by the magazine Seeking for Fact in celebration of the 80th anniversary of
the establishment of CCP. In the same year, that is 2001, he was honourably received

by the leaders of the country in the Hall of the Great People.

In July in 2006, the magazine October and the newspaper Farmer Daily jointly
organized the Chinese Culture and Arts Exhibition in Europe. He was invited to

attend this exhibition in Paris and Vienna.
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
