New Ideas Needed for China’s
Protection of Architectural

Heritage

Cultural Heritage, in December 2011 at the Forum commemorating Liang Sicheng’s 110th Birthday& the

17th Annual Conference of the Committee of Traditional Architecture and Gardens, Chinese Society of

Cultural Relics. China Architectural Heritage presents the full text below.
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Editor's Notes: Currently the whole nation is thinking about culture, about boosting the development of culture to play a cultural foundation for
the speedily urbanizing and modernizing cities in China, about introducing Chinese culture to the outside world and showing the tendency of the
developing China. Thirty years ago, Chinese people went through the ‘spring of science’. Today, we are facing the ‘spring of culture’.

Looking back upon 2011, we have had so many surprises and unforgettable memories. What makes people most gratified is that the crossover
exchange about ‘cities, culture, heritage and communication’. The soil that our culture roots in is undergoing a quiet change. We should face up to the
high cost of urbanization and, more importantly, ‘restore’ those historical cities rather than ‘rebuilding’ them. The year 2012 is the second year of the
twelfth Five-Year Plan. Reflections and discussions focusing on architectural heritage become more necessary and crucial. While paying attention to
the examples of urbanization in China, people also keep a watchful eye on those destructive behaviors against architectural heritage protection. 2012
is also a year rumored to be ‘final end’. Ecological disaster, political disputes, religious conflicts and moral chaos have made people fall into anxiety,
which indicates the coming of an era of reflection. It is time for us to comb the past and plan the future!

The Spring Forum hosted by China Architecture Heritage is an annual cultural event that Jin Lei, Chief Editor of ARCHICREATION, has insisted to
hold for five years. It has a positive influence in the circle of architecture and mass media. This spring, a hundred people from the circle of architecture,
culture, history and mass media gathered together and lively discussed the crossover topic ‘culture and heritage’. Among these a hundred people, there
are venerable academicians, vigorous young and middle-aged experts, professional designers and also young students, holding discussion from both
domestic viewpoints and international perspectives. It is said that the protection and spreading of architectural heritage have four seasons: spring for
sprouting, summer for growth, autumn for harvest and winter for brewing. The grand forum hosted by China Architectural Heritage will open up new

topics in the new spring.
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
