The Designing and Installation Company has the 2nd level
ceritifiention, The Engineering Construction Company has the 2nd Grade certification of petroleum and chemical engineer-
ing construction, the 3rd Grade certification of real-estate construction. With advanced monitoring instrument, the Moni-
toring Center has finished petroleum instrument supervision of Karmayi, the Northwest Petroleum Bureau and To-Ha Oil
Field. The capacity of the telephone switchboard controlled by the telecom station of the Information and Technique Cen-
ter has reached 15000 nos. The department of computer system maintenance has abundant experience of undertaking
large communication engineering, and software development, network. The International Company approved by the State
Foreign Trade Ministry in 1997 has input and export right, which could manage of 40 chemical products varieties in 6
series, meanwhile it also can supply service of interpretation and translation. The Communication Company has 215 vari-
ous automobiles.
