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Abstract

The building of information resources market is important to promote exploiting and using
information resources. But information resources market may fail for some problems such as
externality; besides, information resources market in China is under the early stage of
development, there are more problems and government regulation is more needed. This paper
mainly analyzes and studies the necessity, aims and principles, agencies and ranges of
government regulation of information resources market in China.

There are six main components.

I Introduction

This part mainly focuses on thesis’s background and meanings, introduces the current state
of domestic and international research, sets out the outlines and methods of research, and also
points out its innovative components.

Currently, under serious situations that power resources are short, environment is
polluted and population is expending, information resources become more important to the
development of society. Exploiting and utilizing information resources become the important
problem. The building of information resources market is important to promote exploiting and
utilizing information resources. But market is not omnipotent, for there is market failure. The
failure of information resources market is more general, for all kinds of factors causing market
failure have been embodied centrally in information resources market. In order to make the
function of information resources market more effective, government regulation is needed.
There is also failure in government regulation, so it is necessary to study the content and
methods of government regulation to ensure the effect. There is a small sum of literatures
about information resources market and a smaller sum of literatures about regulation of
_ information resources market among current study. This situation make the study of regulation
of information resources market more importantly theoretical value. From the reality of our
country, the quantity and quality of information resources is increasing, however, the
exploiting and using of information resources is not full. One of important reasons is that

development of information resources market is lagged and many problems exist. So it is
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necessary to strengthen the regulation of information resources market. But it is a difficult
problem for government to regulate the new market. Thus, it is a realistic need to study the
regulation of information resources market. The study of regulation of information resources
market can provide the knowledge about effective regulation of information resources market to
ensure the effect of the regulation by government, which can promote the health development
of information resources market,

Because there is small sum of literatures on regulation of information resources market, .
this paper reviews literatures related to the problem: the first is the definition of information
resource and information resources market. There are two kinds of definition of information
resources. The narrow definition is simply on information resources themselves. The broad
definition includes facilities, human resources, network and system, As for the definition of
information resources market, there is not the specific definition broad. The document 34
points out the conception of information resources market, however, it does not definite the
conception. In academic circle, only Chen yulong and Xuan xiachong definite the conception,
The second is theoretic study on market regulation, Western scholars studied the problem early
and formed ripe theories. The main studies are from economists’, other from law and public
administration scholars’. Chinese scholars study the problem later, giving priority to the
introducing the foreign theories. The third is the study on regulation of information resources
market. Small sum of documents about regulation of information resources market exist,
Though the document 34 points out “to build and perfect the system of regulation of
information resources market”, there is not the systemic study on regulation of information
resources market, There are only some fragment suggestions.

This paper uses methods of literature research, comparative research and empirical
research. The basic outline includes six parts: introduction, information resources market and
theoretical analysis of government regulation of information resources market, necessity of
government regulation of information resources market in China, aims and principals of
government regulation of ‘information resources market in China, agencies building of
government regulation of information resources market in China, content of government
regulation of information resources market in China,

There are three innovative points: firstly, according to the situation that information
resources market in China is at the early stage of development, this paper points out the current
aim of regulation is developing the information resources market; secondly, according to the
situation that many regulation agencies exist in information resources market, considering the
international tendency of development and the reality of our country, this paper suggests
building the unattached agency regulating information resource market; thirdly, according to

the characters of information resources market, this paper firstly goes into detail about the
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contents of government regulation of information resources market.

I  Information resources market and theoretical analysis of government regulation of
information resources market

The study of government regulation of information resources market must be on basis
of study of information resources market. So this part studies the problems related to
information resources market, including the definition and characters of information
resources, the conception, characters, components and functions of information resources
market. Besides, this part reviews theories of government regulation and introduction of
government regulation of information resources market in order to build the foundation for
following analysis. .

On basis of absorbing the basic thoughts and component from domestic and international
conceptions, the author gives her understanding: information resources are the combination of
the information derived from different areas of society, human labor, and useful information,
Its characters include being non-matter while attached matter, easy to share while not to share
fully, easy to save and reproduce while difficult to save forever, uncountable while short in
supply.

This part mainly analyzes information resources market, including conception, characters,
functions and component. The definition of information resources market has two kinds:
specific and general. The more specific is the location of trade of information resources product.
The more general includes the complete process, from production to purchasing, consisting of
the producer, the seller and all exchanges between users. Information resources market has
characters. variety of commodities for exchanging, flexibility of ways of exchanging, diversity
of forms of market, limited time of exchanging, unlimited borders of exchanging, diversity of
producers. The information resources market has functions such as balance, connection,
evaluation, prompting and broadcasting culture.

Lastly, this part introduces theories about government regulation and what is government
regulation of information resources market.

T Necessities of government regulation of information resources market in China

Firstly, this part analyzes necessities of government regulation of information resources
market from theoretical view. Secondly, through analyzing the problems of information
resources market in China, this part proves the objective necessities of strengthening
government regulation of information resources market in China from reality view. Thirdly,
this part summarizes the current situation and problems of regulating information resources
market in our country to form the basis for the following discuss.

The problems existing in information resources market such as monopoly, externality,

public goods and information asymmetry make government regulation necessary. This part
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discusses the necessities of government regulation of information resources market from five
aspects and many problems in information resources market in China. As for China, the
problems such as weak market, imperfect market institution and short in market rules make
strengthening government regulation necessary.

The government regulation of information resources market in China is special in agencies,
contents and methods with its own characteristic forming and developing ways.

IV Aims and principals of government regulation of information resources market in China

According to the development of information resources market in China, this paper puts
forward the recent aim and future aim of information resources market in China. The recent aim
is to develop the information resources market and future aim is to govern the information
resources market. In order to obtain these aims, the principals of legality, fairness, just and
publicity, coordination, prudence, effectiveness must be persisted during the process of
regulation,

Because information resources market in China is early stage of development and it is weak
and not perfect, the recent aim of regulating of information resources market is to develop
information resources market and promote the development of information resources industry.
The aim can be divided into two points: one is to develop varied and vital supply subjects and
the other is to develop consciousness of information resources commodity and form demand
subjects.

The future aim of information resources market in China pursued after information
resources market is developed and prosperous is to govern the information resources market and
form public, fair, just and ordered information resources market system, The aim includes
drawing up the perfect rules of information resources market, protecting consumer’s interests
and guiding the health and civilized deeds of consuming information resources, protectmg
producer’s rights, especially the intellectual property rights,

To obtain the aims, the principals of legality, fairness, just and publicity, coordination,
prudence, effectiveness must be persisted during the process of regulation.

V Constituting agencies of government regulation of information resources market in China

This chapter describes the current agencies of . government regulation and their
responsibilities, analyzes the problems, and puts forward the measures of rebuilding the
agencies of government regulation of information resources market in China based on
introducing agencies of government regulation of information resources market in other
countries,

There are more than 16 agencies of government regulation in Chinese information resources
market, The paper mainly introduces responsibilities of General Adiministration of Press and
Public of the People’s Rebulic of China, the State Administration of Radio Film and Television

of the People’s Rebulic of China, the State Administration for Industry and Commerce of the
People’s Rebulic of China, Ministry of Industry and Information Technology of the People’s
Rebulic of China, Ministry of Public Security of the People’s Rebulic of China, Ministry of
Culture of the People’s Rebulic of China, and annlyzes the existing problems: there are too
many regulation agencies and the boundary of agencies’ responsibilities is vague; agencies are
not independent; the staff has not enough professional knowledge.

In order to learn foreign experiences, we introduce the agencies of government
regulation of information resources market in U, S. Britain and Korea and summarize the
common points: mergence of regulation of information resources market becomes a
tendency; every country pay more attention to the independence of agencies of regulation of
information resources market.

This part gives suggestions of rebuildi.ng the agencies of government regulation of
information resources in China. During the process, the principal is to suit to the development
tendency of regulation subject and our country’s basic condition. The concrete measures include
setting up the independent and synthetic regulation agency, adopting employment system and
making use of the self-discipline function of guild.

VI Content of government regulation of information resources market in China

This chapter mainly discusses ranges of government regulation of information resources
market in China: regulation of market access, regulation of market deeds and regulation of
content. The discussion is made from three aspects: current situation, problems and
solutions.

As for regulation of information resources market access, this paper firstly analyzes the
necessities of regulation that is to solve externality and information symmetry and to safeguard
effective competition. Then this part analyzes the current situation of regulation of information
resources market access from subject access, business access and qualification access and points
out the existing problems: rules are not perfect; content has flaws; effect is not good. At last,
suggestions are given: sticking to the principals of safe, efficiency and just; making perfect
rules; adjusting the content; changing only emphasizing pre-regulation into paying same
attention to pre-regulation and after-regulation.

As for regulation of information resources market deeds, the current situation is described,
then, the core point of regulation of information resources market deeds that is regulation of
intellectual property right violation is studied.

As for the regulation of content, the necessities of regulation are firstly analyzed. Then the
current situation of regulation is introduced from three aspects; rules, ranges and ways, After
that, difficulties and problems are pointed out. At last, countermeasures are given on basis of

introducing the foreign situations of content regulation.
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W Concluding remarks
This ﬁart emphasizes the main points and gives the problems that should be researched in
