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Safety issue of farm and livestock products is very important

to lives and health of people. Most of safety problems happen in
the production process as well as circulation and trade proces-
ses. Safety problems of farm and livestock products mainly stem
from market subject behavior (role dislocation) caused by infor-
mation asymmetries and bad surveillance or lack of
surveillance. Accordingly, this book studies market subject be-
havior and surveillance issues based on analysis of production,
circulation and trade processes.

This book composes five chapters (13 sections) . The first
chapter deals with the research background, literature review
and research methods. The second chapter is about analysis of
market subject behavior and surveillance issues of farm and live-
stock industry. In this part, the authors analyze the above-men-
tioned issues in developed and developing countries, especially
China, from the angels of producers, middlemen and consum-

ers. Comparative research method is used in this part. The third
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chapter carries out analysis of farm and livestock products safety
in the processes of production, circulation and trade. Analysis in
this part is theoretical. And analysis in the fourth chapter is oth-
erwise empirical. In the fifth chapter, the book provides some
suggestions about how to supervise and guide market subject be-
havior and how to improve the whole surveillance system of farm
and livestock products.
