Part 6 Regional Development analyzes basic situation of automobile industry of
neighboring cities of Guangzhou and other cities, the introduction about the
development of automobile manufacturing in Guangdong, comparative analysis for
development of the automobile industry in key areas of the Pearl River Delta,
characteristics of Foshan’s automotive industry in 2010, the develop.ment of HuaDu’s
automobile industry and so on.
