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Abstract

This is the annual monitoring report on China’s progress in building Xiaokang
society (2011), which is compiled by Research Institute of Statistical Science, National
Bureau of Statistics of China, and is written by the statisticians from national and local
statistical agencies.

Three parts are included. The first part is the general report. Based on the system
of Xiackang Index, this general report describes the progress of building Xiaokang
society during 2000 — 2010, which reaches 80. 1% in 2010, 20.5% over than that of
2000, with the annualized growth of 2. 59% during the Eleven-Five period and 1. 51%
during the Ten-five period. From the situation of the six aspects that include economic
development, social harmony, quality of life, democracy and law, culture and
education, resources and environment, completion of the progress is greater in 2010
than that of 2000. By comparing the four different regions, the eastern region, the
central region, the western region and the northeastern region of China have completed
88.0% , 77.7% , 71.4% and 82.3% of the whole process, respectively. Some
suggestions are also given in this part. The second part is the regional report which
contains 31 provincial units reports on building Xiaokang society during 2000 —2010.
By analyzing local features of development, it derives critical issues being paid attention
to and some measures being taken into account. The third part is the appendix that is to

introduce the statistical monitoring project of building Xiackang society.
