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ang Lijun, born in Leting County, Hebei Province in the 1970s, is a professional

traditional Chinese painter who specializes in depicting small animals, especially
cats.

The essence of traditional Chinese painting involves portraying the subject’s
charm with bold sketches. Meticulous painting and observational skills are required
to reveal the artist’s unique understanding and perception of the world. Therefore,
traditional Chinese painters usually spend a long time in fraining before they
become masters. The young Yang Lijun is a notable exception. With his inteligence
and diligence, he has already earned a reputation as one of the country's best
traditional Chinese painters.

Yang's pictures usually show lively cats, jumping, running, chasing or playing,
revealing the artist's passion for life and love for the small creatures.

Yang Lijun studied under noted traditional Chinese painter Sun Jusheng, known
as the Cat King for his superb feline paintings. The old arfist is very proud of his
protégé Yang Lijun. He has passed onto Yang many of his unique painting skills and
sometimes wrote inscriptions for Yang's paintings. Other famed Chinese painters
and calligraphers, such as Su Shi, Bai Bohua and Lin Youjun, have also inscribed his
paintings.

Xinhua Painting Academy, the Canadian-China Artists Association and other
domestic and overseas arts organizations all boast collections of Yang Lijun's work.
What's more, the Xinhua News Agency and China Today (International) Friendship
Development Promoting Committee have presented some of his pieces to foreign
diplomats.
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
