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Abstract

In the modernization process that is led and deepened by scientific & technological
revolution, the determinant factor for a country to catch the historical chances and utilize the
tremendous power of science & technology is whether the country owns a modernization strategy
that corresponds to the trend of S&T revolution. Historical experiences show that if a country has
this kind of strategy, its modernization process will smooth, otherwise, it will meet many setbacks.
