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Abstract

This book consists of the main reports, synthetical studies, studies on development and
reform, studies on special issues, studies on individual cases and files. The main reports look
back and sum up the overall achievemnents and problems of the rural development of
Guangzhou in 2010 and put forward measures and proposals. The synthetical studies discuss
about ways of the poverty-relief and development for the countryside, how to strengthen
administration of the collective property and capital of the countryside, how to improve the
ability of the “Vegetable Basket” project, list a survey on the situation of land circulation in
the countryside of Guangzhou and correlated suggestions, make a study on the bribe for
election at basic levels of the countryside of Guangzhou. Also correlated suggestions and
measures are included in this part. The studies on development and reform make a
comparison analysis of the synthetical service patterns in communities of home and abroad,
study the strategy of building up urban and rural synthetical service centers, and recommend
some thoughts and the practice of Baiyun District on how to carry forward the integration of
the urban and rural areas, and hence some advices and proposals. The part of studies on
special issues discusses about how to camry out the “unificaton of agriculture and
supermarkets” to stabilize prices of vegetables in Guangzhou, how to arrange for the
ecological compensation for the main function areas of Zengcheng City as well as the cost for
scale of peasant workers and citizenhood based on the welfare economics. The part of studies
on individual cases discusses how the work of promoting development of the structure-
reformed cooperations in the northeastern areas of Tianhe District could be achieved, how
Zengcheng should coordinate the scientific development of the urban and rural areas to
promote the work of “the Countryside, the agriculture and the Peasants” to a new stage,
put forward ideas and proposals for promoting the the development and sightseeing and
leisure agriculture; also a comprehensive evaluaﬁon of the sustainable development of the
sightseeing agriculture of Conghua City is included in this part. In the part of files, both the
Guidelines on Strengthening the Poverty-relief and Development for the Countryside in Our
City issued by the Chinese Communist Party Guangzhou Committee and the Municipal
