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Abstract

The year of 2011 witnessed the enormous leaps and bounds of philanthropy
development in China. When the concept of civic philanthropy is accepted by more and
more general public, it also emerges as an important force to promote the transition of
Chinese society. Civic philanthropy is defined as voluntary activities done by general
public. Based on such understanding, this blue book includes a theoretical framework of
civic philanthropy.

The book
also includes reports on accountability of grassroot philanthropic organizations, Chinese
foundations, international funding agencies and the related regulations and laws.
