The Art of Architecture @
The Contemporary Taiwanese Architects

Abstract

n light of its unusual political circumstances, Taiwan's architecture in the past often became the instrument of political ide-

ology, policy propaganda and power demonstration. The fact that the Nationalist Government claimed itself to be the

orthodox successor of Chinese culture led to the suppression of Taiwan's history and cultural experiences. Moreover,
various groups of people in Taiwan possess different and complicated feelings toward the era of Japanese imperial colonial-
ism. These undercurrents in Taiwan have resulted in a turbulent social development. In the 1970s, the Regional Literature
Movement disguised itself as a direction or process of pure literature development, but in fact, it was the cultural world's mild
revolt to the thought-controlling era. This wave of the Regional Literature Movement awakened Taiwan's architecture world to
forsake copying Chinese ancient architecture or directly transplanting the Western architectural design. They begdan to look
for a third solution. In 1978, by identifying with Taiwan's regional culture, the governing party successfully pacified the power
struggles and ethnic conflicts on the island. It put an end to the opposite tactics of Chinese/Western and Traditional/Modern
dualism, in which the existence of Taiwanese culture was purposely neglected. The government started to redirect attention
to Taiwan's society after acknowledging the reality of losing its power over Mainland China. The Regional Literature
Movement gradually came to a close at the end of 1970s. Nevertheless, it stimulated various researches as well as diverse
discourses and events on Taiwan's architecture. Consequently, Localism became the main issue for Taiwanese architects
when they explored the relationship between Post-Modernism and Regionalism.

In the 80s, Taiwan's demand for public buildings and campus constructions increased rapidly. Many outstanding college
campus designs came into sight, which chiefly owed to the application of the concept of comprehensive planning. In addition,
the establishment of Hsin Chu Industrial Park successfully guided the high-tech industry and brought about several innovative
industrial architectures. The Industrial Park also led to the formulation of many other specialized industrial parks in Taiwan.
As for the commercial architectures, many were constructed under an international cooperation pattern. These commercial
architectures led to the creations of some innovative environments with new ideas and visions.

In 1987, after the end of martial law, the shackle placed on social culture and political thinking was released. Various
kinds of architectural theories converged. Localism was no longer regarded as the only effective tool to deconstruct.a sup-
pressing tradition or cultural domination. Instead, a wave called the ‘Critical Regionalism' was staged inconspicuously in the
midst of economic globalization. This Critical Regionalism urged people to consciously cultivate their regional cultures as a
break from the homogeneity of world architecture formulated by globalization.

As Taiwan's high economic growth era ended, Taiwanese architects became more attentive to the relationship between
their designs and the overall environments, as well as the roles of their architectures played in the local history. Many archi-
tects tried to escape the rules of capitalism and to reflect on the social connotations of space within a larger environment.
The architects introduced in this volume includes: Wang Chiu-hua, Yu Chao-chuan, Chung Tse-huan, Wu Tseng-jung, Chang
Che-fu, Chen Po-sen, Pan Chi (Joshua J. Pan), Wing-Wong Hung, Li Chun-jen / Wang Li-fu, Yao Jen-hsi (Kris Yao), Chang
Shu, and Liu Pei-sen (Ricky Liu). Many of these architects either have studied overseas or traveled frequently to extensively
assimilate the latest developments of world architectural trends and practices. They dedicated their learning to Taiwan with
an innovative way of thinking and a deeper understanding of Taiwan's regional culture. Some of their architectural designs
appeared to be very striking, while some looked unassuming. However, behind the outlooks, there were often profound
reflections on architecture and innovative breakthroughs. This wave of Localism abandoned the pursuit of public applause
and attention, and focused instead on the organic mechanism of everyday lives. A far more influential movement in architec-

ture is under way.
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
