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INTRODUCTION OF FAN FENG

Fan Feng was born in 1958 in Wuhan and graduated from Nanjing University of the Arts, majored in fine arts. He
is a member of the Chinese Artists' Association, a committee member of the Traditional Chinese Painting Artists'
Association in Hubei Province, a professional artist of the Wuhan Academy for Painting, the Vice Chairman of the
Wuhan Artists’ Association and the Curator of Wuhan Art Museum. He has attained China's highest level of national
certification in art and was awarded a lifelong special subsidy by the Chinese State Department for his contribution to

the art world.

Fan Feng's works have been selected by the Chinese Ministry of Culture and the Chinese Artists' Association to be
displayed in a variety of large-scale art exhibitions. In 1996, he obtained a cultural scholarship offered by the Duisburg
government in Germany and the Rhine-Ruhr Enterprise Confederation, and he was invited as a visiting scholar to hold
personal exhibitions in Germany. In 2000, he was invited by the President of National Fine Arts Institute in Stuttgart,
Germany and the City Hall of Padua, Italy as a visiting scholar to exhibit his works. In 2005, he arranged a Chinese
Ink Painting Exhibition in Daegu, South Korea. In 2009, he was invited by Chinese Culture Center in Berlin and held
an exhibition themed of "Urban Space". In 2010, Fan Feng's "Impression & City" exhibition took place in Ningbo Art
Museum, Shanghai Liu Haisu Art Museum, Wuhan Art Museum and Kunshan Art Museum. In the same year, he arranged
an itinerant exhibition of "Urban Space" in Shenzhen Art Museum, Fujian Art Museum and Changshu Art Museum.
Meanwhile, his paintings were displayed in Chong Erzai (Shenzhen) nationwide art museum curator's art exhibition.
Also, he participated in a culture week activity for celebrating 144" anniversary Sun Zhongshan's birth, and presented
his work in mainland and Taiwan artwork exchange exhibition. Then he took part in "impression of Wuhan" hundred-
year old building exhibition. In 2011, his work was presented in “Representation and Expression: Wuhan Painting

Academy exhibition™ arranged by Wuhan Art Museum.

Fan Feng's work,. "Clouds Searching for Clothing, Flowers Searching for Beauty" was given a bronze-level award by
the Chinese Ministry of Culture. "Mountain in Autumn's Dusk" won a bronze prize. "Green Home" was selected to be
displayed in China's Ninth National Art Exhibition and was named as "outstanding work". In 2002, he was given the
"Award for Outstanding Talent in Contemporary Chinese Painting" by the National Personnel Authority of China and
in 2003, his work, "Busy Spring", was given a bronze-level award and displayed in the Chinese National Exhibition
of Contemporary Works and the "Flower and Bird"-Themed International Biennale Exhibition Series in Beijing. In
2005, his painting, "Clouds above the Yangtze", was also named as "outstanding work" in China's First Impressionistic
Painting Exhibition, his work "Plum Water" was displayed in the Third Exhibition of the Outstanding Works Among
National Academies for Painting and, three years later, was selected to be displayed in the Third Beijing International
Biennale Exhibition. In 2006, his work, "Impression of Wuhan", was displayed in the Fifth International Ink Painting
Exhibition Festival in Shenzhen and was awarded “outstanding work™ in the Fourth Exhibition of the Outstanding
Works Among National Academies for Painting in the following year. In 2009, his work, "Standing Higher with a

Broader View of Wuhan", was selected to be exhibited in China's Eleventh National Art Exhibition.

Fan Feng's works have been featured in wide range of newspapers and magazines such as Art, Artist, Chinese Painting
and Calligraphy, Chinese Artists, People's Daily, Chinese Culture Newspaper and China Art Weekly, West Germany and
New Ruhr. He has published Fan Feng's Selected Works Series and Collection of Selected Works in Wuhan Academy for
Painting: Fan Feng's Volume, published by the People's Fine Arts Press.

Fan Feng's works have been collected by National Art Museum, Chinese Painting Research Institute, Beijing

International Arts Institute, William Blake Museum in Germany, Fujian Art Museum, Hubei Art Museum, Ningbo Art

Museum, Shenzhen Art Museum, and Changshu Art Museum.
