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The Magic Aksu

Aksu is located at the southern foot of Tianshan Mountains and on the northern fringe of Tarim with a and total
area of 132.5 thousand km’. It is bounded by Kazakhstan, Kirghiziastan on northwest. There are eight counties and one
city under Aksu prefecture’s jurisdiction, with a total population of 2.2 million and it is a multi-national region inhabited
mainly by the Uygur.

Aksu prefecture is rich in natural resources. Petroleum, natural gas. coal and water, soil and light resources are
among the best of the successful candidates in Xinjiang and is a treasure-land with potentiality and prospects.

Rich in mineral resources. It is a main battlefield for developing Tarim petroleum and natural gas, and is the main
natural gas resources land of “west natural gas delivering to east”. At present. about 520 million tons of 640000 million
m’ proven petroleum deposits and natural gas. There are 45313.4 thousand tons of condensate oil reserves; 22923 million
m’ of solutions gas reserves and 1076.4 km?of oil content area.

The coal deposits within Aksu prefecture is very rich. The total coal deposits is 10960 million tons and other
mineral products are abundant. 79 kinds of mineral products such as aluminum, iron, copper, manganese, and 294
producing areas have been found, known deposits 46 kinds, 17 kinds included in deposits list and producing area 30.
There are non-petroleum and natural gas mineral products 58 kinds, producing area 137 and including 32 middle and large-
scale producing areas.

Rich in tour resources, Aksu prefecture is the battlefield of ancient Qiuci, Gumo, Wensu, Weitou, etc. The Han
Dynasty the Western Regions capital Tan Dynasty Anxi prefecture once was located in Qiuci for a long time, and here
is confluence of East and West civilization and cultural center of ancient Silk Road. On this magic oasis, natural sights
from snow-capped mountain to oasis, desert, river valley, which makes up and modes a great amount of grand geologic
marvelous natural phenomenon, beautiful mature sights and special ecological environment. It nourished the ancient
Qiuci culture which is well-known both at home and abroad.

Aksu prefecture is a prefecture of agriculture integrating with animal husbandry and taking agriculture as main.
Relying on super natural conditions and large-scale development and construction, Aksu has formed a certain productive
capacity of grain, cotton. oil, fruit and animal husbandry, and become an important agricultural and animal husbandry
productive base of Xinjiang.

The industry in Aksu Prefecture depends on rich resources and carries on superiority resources change strategy.
It has formed a complete and perfect industrial system producing electric power, coal, textile, building material, food
stuff, plastic, petroleum, chemical industry, medicine, mechanism. special needs good of minority nationality, etc.
