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Chongging Jinyun Mountain Scenic Spot be-
came one of 44 state priority scenic spots approved
by State Council on 8th November. 1982, The sce-
nic area includes North Hot Spring Park. Fishing
City in Hechuan County, Yuejiang River. Hot Spring
Valley ncar Jialing River flowing from Beibein 1o
Hechuan County.Buddhist and Taoist monasteries.
streams, waterfalls, exotic flowers and rare herbs
from the natural scenery and the scenery of cultural
interest. And they also show the quict and tranquil.
dangerous and unstrained feature of the mountains
and streams in Chongqing. which are called “Jin-
Bei-Diao™ for short.

Jinyun Mountain. sitting majestically on the
bank of Wentang Gorge in Beibei. is the major part
of Jin-Bei-Diao. It faces Wentang Gorge to the east.
the town of North Hot Spring and Xiema Town to
the south, Dongfeng Tree Farm in Bishan County to
the west and the town ol Chengjiang to the north. It

is about 15 km away from the urban area of Beibei



and 60 km trom the downtown of Chongqing. As a

part of the branch range on the anticlinorium of

Huaying Mountain, it covers an area of 18 square
kilometers, 6 kilometers from east to west and 3 ki-
lometers from north to south. Jinyun Mountain has
9 peaks one after another and the highest of which .
Tanzishi, 1s 951.5 metres above sea level. It is said

that during the period of Huangdi, legendary ruler

and ancestor of the Chinese nation. a uscless son of

Jinyun and 8 sons of Xingao came to dwell here. in
order to ward off evils. So the mountain here got the
name linyun Mountain. Another cause of the
mountain’s name comes from the poem 7he mists
and clouds of Jinvun. It says that nine peaks are
competing with one and another for grace. the color
of which is rosy. Ancient Chinese called such color
Jin. so the mountain got the name Jinyun Mountaim.

According to geological survey. the rock lay-
ers are combination of the thick arenaceous rock in
Xujpiagou, which came into being during Triassic
Period. They form nine mighty and imposing peaks
from cast to west which are Morning Sun Peak. In-
cense Burner Peak. Lion Peak. Clouds Gathering
Peak. Ape Howling Peak. Lotus Peak. Pagoda Peak.
Corn Peak and Evening Glow Pcak. And they have
their own features. And also the queer rocks between
peaks have their own temperament and taste. Lotus

Peak 1s the highest, Lion Peak is the most graceful.



Incense Burner Peak is the most fantastic, while Pa-
goda Peak 1s the most magnificent. There 1s a natu-
ral stele on the top of the highest peak of Incense
Burner Peak. the height of which is about 20 meters .
the shape of which i1s like a incense burner that is
like being chopped with an axe. So it is named In-
cense Burner Stone. There is a stone like a bamboo
shoot on the northern foot of Evening Glow Peak,
as thick as 100 arm spans, the height of which 1s
about 10 zhang (about 33 meters). It is too slippery
to climb and the top 1s overgrown with weeds. It s
also called Stone Flower. A 20-meter-high precipice
on the west part of Morning Sun Peak has a natural
image of a sitting Buddha of the height of 50¢m in
the middle. Around the Buddha arc circular rings of
light, like Buddha’s halo. So the precipice is ac-
claimed as Buddhist Glory Precipice. Tanzishi. not
among the nine peaks mentioned, 15 located 3 km to
the west of Jinyun Temple. The concave precipice
is about 100 meters high, under which is a bamboo
sea. Standing on it, you can have a panoramic view
of Beibei city and Jialing River. On a sunny day in
summer or fall, the straw hats, bamboo braches, or
something else like that, will wobble onto the cliff
after being thrown from it. Tanzishi is generally
termed as Sacrifice Chiff, because of its risk.

The vertical drop of Jinyun Mountain 1s about

600 meters. The mountain is in subtropical zone,



the weather of which 1s warm and wet, the soil of
which is fertile and the vegetation of which has a
profusion of varieties. According to the report on
the findings of the investigation in 1998, it has higher
plants of 244 families, 973 genera and 1861 species.
There are 11 species of state first class protected
plantings among them, spinulose tree fern, metasequ
-o1a. bald fir. dove tree, Cathaya argyrophylla, arnica,
cycas, Sichuan Cycas, Panzhihua Cycas, Chinese
Yew, Southern Chinese Yew, ete. And there are 29
species of the second class protected plantings, Bole
tree.clove tree, gingko, Chinese tulip tree, ete. There
are 38 species of plantings named after Jinyun
Mountain, such as Jinyun Maple, Beibei Banyan and
so on. In the forest zone of 21200 mu, evergreen
broadleal forest and the mixed evergreen forest of
the broadleaf and the conifers are distributed in the
arcas where is 600 meters above sea level. Warm
cvergreen conifers are mainly distributed on the half-
way up the mountain and at the foot of mountain.
The bamboo forest consists of' 94 species, 6 colo-
nies of bamboo, mao bamboo, Sinocalamus affinis,
Ping bamboo. indocalamus, Jin bamboo and Phyllo
stachys congesta. And the shrubs grow between
bamboos. The Baiyun Bamboo Sea, on the south-
cast slope of Jinyun Mountain, covers 5000 mu,
which is famous for its natural scenery. Dai Lake, a

man-made lake. which came into being in 1930s, is
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
