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Notes on the Use of This Book

The phrases collected in this book "are grouped
according to the key words printed in block letters
as the entry words. By key words we mean such
important parts of speech as nouns, verbs, and
adjectives that appear in the phrases. If two or
more than two key words appear in the same
phrase, then cross-references are made accordingly.
For example, ‘for the time being’ can be found
under the entries ‘time” and ‘being'.

The key words are arranged alphabetically, and so
are the phrases under the respective entries.

Considering the synonymity of quite a number of
English words, and the use of the same words as
different parts of speech, it is desirable that the
users should use their common knowledge of Eng
lish grammar in comprehending the particular
phrases under the same entries. For examgle, in
‘speak like a book’, ‘book’ is a noun; whereas in
‘book a seat’, ‘book’ is a verb with a different
meaning.

Depending on the context, the same phrase may
bave varied meanings, therefore we are using
certain symbols to show irf an abstract and concise
way the different usages of certain phrases.

The implications of the symbols used here are as
follows:

a. A square bracket [ ] indicates that the
word or words in the bracket can be used to
replace the preceding word.

e.g. once agzin [more]

Here we have both ‘once again’ and ‘once
more’.



b.

A round bracket (o ) indicates that the
word in the bracket can be omitted without
causing any change in meaning.

e.g. hammer (away) at

Here we have two phrases of the same meaning
‘hammer away at’ and ‘hammer at'’.

A phrase flanked with two upright dashes such
as | to be candid with you | means that the
phrase should be used absolutely or as a
parenthesis.

A round bracket with ‘4’ indicates that the
phrase should be used in a sentence with what
is given behind the mark ‘+’ in the bracket.
e.g. (+inf.) indicates that the phrase that bears
this symbol should be used in a sentence with
an infinitive, whereas (4ing) indicates that the
phrase should be used in a sentence with a
verb ending in ‘ing’.
