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This article observed and studied the historical change of historical mateérial-
ism from Marx’s thoughts of oriental social development. By sorting out the let-
ters and the anthropology notes during Marx’s old age , this article regarded
Marx’s thoughts of backward countries as the theory of Surmounts development
view, )

The thebry of Surmounts development view is neither the simple application
of historical materialism in oriental countries nor the fundamental change of his-
torical materialism. The theory of Surmounts development view is still the theo-
retical interest and explanation principle on Marxism new materialism view of
history and world , it is still submitted to the life long revolutionary cause of
Marx —the liberation of humankind , it is still modernity critics of the spreading
“capital ” for the age of communism .

For the characteristics of times during historical development , during the
formation of historical materialism Marx pointed out that the backward countries
could only spread its way of modernization development in the form of capital mo-
dernity and the tragedies of capitalism was the inevitable price of the establish-
ment of modernity, With the change of times when the individual history entered
the whole history every nation entered the Eapitalism age and realized its own mo-
dernity in its unique pattern witch led to the possibility for the backward nations
with close relationship to surmount the whole capitalism development period .
Marx regarded the modernity development as an open world history period and
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firmly objected that the western development was the concrete cause that every
nation was doomed to go. This overcomes the conclusion that the developed na-
tion now days is the developing country in the future. This article concluded that
history had choice and diversities of development because of independencies and
interactions of multiple paradox (also because of the paradox of capital modernity
itself ) while all the nations were inevitable to be involved into capitalism sys-
tem. The historical materialism basic regulations are helpful to understand the
multiple directions of modernity development, which founded on the production
pattern rather than on the one factor logic. The theory of one factor and multiple
directions explained the space of possibilities during the trend of historical inevi-
tabilities which constituted the historical reasonability of theory of Surmounts de-
velopment view and became the consciousness of development view in the chan-
ging word philosophy of Marx.

The theory of Surmounts development view became a reasonable develop-
ment view founded on the analysis of modern society nature and had the consis-
tency of thinking pattern and theoretical pursuit. The consistency is not only in
the method and research objectives but also in the principle of values . Marx al-
ways tried to regulate the social history with the consistency of the dimension of
matter (productive force standard ) and the dimension of humankind (the stand-
ard of value ). By the Marxism theory of being, sagisl development is not self—
sufficient it needs to get the reasonable explanation from the dimension of human
being.

The research of historical materialism is not to explain the objective regula-
tions of history but to discard capitalism age and liberalize proletarians and the
humankind . The critics on capitalism of historical materialism revealed the na-
ture of capitalism production and laborer and disposed the unreasonability of capi-
talism development pattern from the view of value. Theory of Surmounts devel-
opment view embodied the historical trend of development and Marx fully
grasped the spirit of development during that age. The device of developmental
pattern of every nation under the historical background as whole became the or-
ganic part of modern eternity development.

Marx forecasted the developmental trend during the new age and the con-
scious demand of humankind for development. Just as Lening and Mao Zedong
did not know the theory of Surmounts development view of Marx , they did not
repeat the problem of Marx but confronting the problem of their own age. But

the revolution and socialism construction in reality just coped with the surmoun-
ting spirit of Marx, the revolutionary rout of Russian and china became the em-
bodiment of Surmounts development view during that age. On one hand the spe-
cialty of oriental social development lies in the dilemma and paradox when the
traditional social history confronted with the modern society ; on the other hand
only proletarians in reality can grasp the developmental pattern with the develop-
mental specialty which copes with nature of humankind best and pays the least
price. The socialism movement during 20th century embodied the surmounting
theory of Marx in a new historical pattern. After world war two dozens of late
developing countries proposed development pattern, which was different from
western countries also embodied the spirit of surmounting.

Socialism with Chinese characteristics is surmounting development in na-
ture. Different from the “surmounting” in history it is the conscious revolutiona-
ry view of development . By deep research on Chinese development from the sur-
mounting point of view, it is clear that we are confronting promodernization ,
modernization and post modernization . Because of the dilemma that problem.s of
different ages by overlapping time and space must be solved at the same time, we
can not simply emphasize the nature of advancement and backward. By experien-
cing the surmounting development pattern, the scientific developmental view and
the harmonious society can be summarized with the corresponding paradox. So
the theoretical research of Surmounts development view is corresponded with the
socialism now days. Theory of Surmounts development view is positive for so-

cialism construction in our country.
