Stalingrad was founded in 1589 as a

stronghold to defend Russia’s newly acquired
land along the Volga. In the 19th century it
became an important commercial center. Dur-
ing World War II, the city was nearly de-
stroyed in a battle that marked a major turn-
ing point in the war and a landmark in mili-
tary history.

The city was renamed Volgograd in
1961. As a transshipment point, the port han-
dles oil, coal, ore, lumber, and fish. Vol-
gograd is also a major rail center, with con-
nections to Moscow, the Donets Basin, the
Caucasus, and Siberia.

4. Volga River {K/RH05A

The Volga River is the longest river in
Europe, about 2,300 miles (3,700 km). It orig-
inates at an elevation of only 740 feet (225m)
in the Valday Hills northwest of Moscow,
and connects with the Rybinsk Reservoir.
Since the initial elevation is so low, the river
flows slowly, and finally enters the Caspian
Sea. At Volgograd, it links, through canals,
with the Black Sea. The Volga carries about
half of all river freight in Russia. Numerous
dams provide hydroelectricity and water for
irrigation. The river, known in Russian folk-
lore as Mother Volga, has played an incalcu-
lable part in the life of the Russian people.
