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Abstract

To ensure women’s equal access to and full participation in power structures and
decision-making is one of 12 strategic objectives in the 1995 World Conference on
Women. The promotion of women’s participation in rural grassroots governance is the
main content to ensure women’s full participation in power structures, especially for
rural women. For the better understanding of women’s participation in power structures
and its changes, rural women’s participation in govemance, especially the states,
changes, and trends in women’s participation in public administration of rural
communities should be fully acquainted. As a matter of fact, rural women’s participation
in grassroots governance have advanced greatly in recent years, and formed a number of
indigenous experiences and models in Mainland China. This book reviews the process of
women’s participation in election and political affairs in last two decades, and summaries
relevant experiences and models. The main purpose of this book is to promote rural
women’s participation in grassroots governance widely and profoundly, to accelerate the
establishment of indigenous theory system of women’s participation in power structures,
especially for rural women in Mainland China, and to make our commitment to the

development of global feminism and gender theory.
