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Abstract

This book, the second Annual Report on Economic and Social Development of
Yangzhou, has been compiled by experts, scholars, as well as people from actual practice
with joint efforts under the guidance of Blue book the of Yangzhou Editorial Board. The
book falls into summering-up report, reports respectively on the special topic of “three
types of Yangzhou” establishment , the economic progress and the social progress.

In 2011, Yangzhou social-economic development has appeared such a good
posture, as “steady and sound operation, raising quality and efficiency, improving
people’s livelihood”. In the past three quarters of the year, the city has achieved the
total local output value 194. 856 billion Yuan with an increase of 12. 1% . The estimated
annual total local output value may reach 260 billion Yuan with an increase of around
12% . The city has witnessed a steady growth of its rural economy, marked results in
model shifting and upgrading of its industrial development, steady growth of proportion
of service industries, progressive increase in its revenue. The urban and rural residents
have enjoyed fairly increased income along with the overall development in the
undertakings of social security, education, medical care and culture, etc. In the past
three quarters of the year, a local urban citizen’s average DPI has reached 18887 Yuan
with an increase of 13.3% , while a farmer’s average cash income has reached 9612
Yuan with an increase of 19.7% . In 2012, the city of Yangzhou will continue to aim
at the target of establishing “ Innovative Yangzhou, Exquisite Yangzhou, Happy
Yangzhou”. Its social-economic development will remain in a period of fairly fast
growth. The estimated economic growth rate will continue to be around 11% -12% .

What’s worthy to mention is that, with the approval of the State Council in Nov,
2011, the Jiangsu, Provincial Government has exercised readjustment to some
administrative division in Yangzhou. The county-level Jiangdu City was dismantled to
set up Jiangdu District of Yangzhou City; Five towns form Hanjiang District were
merged into Guangling District; Weiyang District was dismantied, while its former
administrative area was incorporated into Hanjiang District which had five towns
deprived. This book has mainly made analyses and prediction of the social economic
development data over the past three quarters of the year, therefore, some papers have
applied the data collected & based before the readjustment.
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
