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Study on the Spiritual Values of Con-
temporary Planners

Abstract  Along with the changes on the
socic-economic structure caused by the e-
conomic system transition, the spiritual
world of Chinese planners is impacted in
an unprecedented way, and many of them
are facing value loss and orientation mis-
placement. On the basis of a review on
the pioneer planners’ exploration on hu-
manistic spirits and a critical analysis on
the traditional aristocratic spirit, knight
spirit from the West and the scholar-bu-
reaucratic spirit from Ancient China, the
paper suggests that six points are crucial
for rebuilding the spiritual values of con-
temporary planners, which are descent
morality, healthy spirit, elegant heart,
distinguished ideal, respectable ethics,
and delicate artistic forms.
