Tourism Landscape Research is a key scientific research subject assigned by Si Chuan Educational
Commission (SCEC [2000] NO. 118) and directed by professor Chen Xingzhong ( Graduateteacher) .
The book Tourism Landscape Principles was eventually bom through the effort of the Tourism and Econom-
ic Administration Department of Leshan Teacher’ s College and the colleagues from Tourism Research In-
stitute as well.

Tourism Landscape Principles is the first book , home and abroad, named after that title, and it is an
innovative system of tourist science, which covers many branches of leaming such as tourism, aesthetics,
resources, economics and sociology. It mainly conducted the research of formation and expansion laws of
tourism landscape and of its development and utility. Tourism landscape not only has aesthetics signifi-
cance but also belongs to a region conception. It’ s a specific social, economic, natural and cultural sys-
tem, such as state — level scenic spots, national forest park, state — level natural preservation zones,
world natural and cultural heritage and so on. It not only has great theoretical and academic value to
study the formation and expansion laws of tourism landscape and its aesthetic characteristics, especially
deeper research of the state — level scenic spots, but also will bring far — reaching influence on the devel-
opment and utility of our country’ s (even the whole world’ s) tourism resources, on the planning and
distribution of tourism region and on the rapid development of tourist industry. In the meantime, the theo-
retical research of tourism landscape is an important task for the construction of specialties and study
courses of tourism educational front. It is of great significance and effect on cultivating new — type tourist
talents and solving the practical problems arose during the development of the tourist industry with Chi-
nese characteristics.

The research of the subject, with twenty — four sections and about 540, 000 words, is divided into
five parts. Part one: Basic principles of tourism landscape; Part two: Principles of aesthetic psychology
and aesthetics; Part three: Construction of tourism landscape and national scenic spots; Part four: Sys-
tematic study of national scenic spots; Part five: Practice and Application of tourism landscape in China;
Part six: Tourism forum of Western China ( papers collection) .

Tourism Landscape Principles is a great achievement both in teaching and in scientific research of the
Tourism Research Institute and the Tourism and Economic Administration Department of Leshan Teacher’
s College, and it’ s a crystallization of collective wisdom. This book was first written and edited in
1988. It has been added or deleted greatly three times, and offered as an optional course for the junior

and senior students majored in Tourism. With the great support of the leaders of Leshan Teacher’ s Col-
