Abstract

With the open and reform policy for more than 20 years,
China sees historical changes which make every Chinese person
inspiring and all the people from other countries shocking.
Looking back on the history, we can see a fresh and beautiful
picture of manoeuvre among various political groupings.
Through the colorful pictures we can find the sole theme—the
Chinese people are carefully unloading the burden of the
tranditional plan economy which has carried for nearly 50 years
and has been determined to march into the colorful market
economy after experiencing the baptism of fire and blood and
self—examining the gains and fails in its history. Uncovering
the thin gauze of the market economy in China, we can see the
main part—private economy is twinkling in the center. It is the
private economy that makes China bursting with vigour and
youthfulness. And now it is sailing towards the more brilliant
future with the deep love and feelings from people.

The private economy brings the society with a thorough
change, such as the behaviours and concept towards the value,
market and benefit. But from its great successes, we also see
some problems, especially the structural problems, for example
the benefit between the Chinese government and the private
enterprises, the assets structure between the owners’ and banks’

etc. A systematical analysis and study on these problems can
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purify us the unclear understanding of the private economy and

help to a more splendid tomorrow.
1 . the structure of the article

The study divides into two main parts.

The first part is a macro theoretical study which has two
chapters.

The first chapter analyse the reappearance of the private
ownership in China. The main point is that all persons ‘are
instinctly selfish and the private ownership shows the instinct.
For this very reason, the private economy coincides with the
persons needs, which accelerate the productivity. The two have
the inner inter—connection. But, nevertheless, market economy
is not omnipotent and the private economy is not the only mode
in market economy. It is tested that there are more than one
economical modes existed in one society, generally one as the
dominant and the others subordinate. So what shall we do now
is to connect the advantages of the two economies.

The second chapter tries to have a clear analysis on the
modes, features, stages, trend and function of the private
economy. In this article the private economy points to those
which are invested in the mainland by Chinese citizens, not
including those by citizens from Kongkong & Macao and any
other countries. Various kinds of modes of private economy have
appeared in late 80 s last century. How to have a clear
understanding to its development stages, tread and nature
should be paid much attention to.

The second part is about the micro structural study which



has six chapters.

The structure begins with the benefit -study. Because of the
reform policy, there are great changes in the benefit structure.
How to give a fair understanding to the relation between the
government and the private enterprises, the relation between
owners and employees is what we should note now.

The fourth chapter is about the asset structure which
hinders the development of the private economy. Fron the
study, we can find some problems in the assets structure. We
have to try to change the existing condition of small sizedand
scattered state of the assets.

The fifth is to study the management structure. The
paternalism is the main way in management of the private
economy because of the influence of the deep Southeast Asian
culture. It is certainly reasonable and operative as it is widely
spread in the world. By stepping into a new stage, what shall we
do to the shortcomings of this management way?

The sixth chapter is the study of the technological
structure. It classifies into two parts. The first is to study the
existing technological state of the commom private enterprises,
and the second one is about the high technology enterprises
which have developed very fast in China. The focus lays on the
second part that has a good research on its technological
structure.

The seventh have a good study on the industy stucure of the
private economy. The third industry is always the core among
the three industries just because it is fit to the features of the

private enterprises. Now we have had over 15 years in the
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development, we have large sized companies and we should have
to march further far, so it is time for us to step into the other
two industries.

The study of the district structure is in the last chapter, the
eighth. As we all know, China is now divided into three districts
the east, the middle

according to its economical conditions
and the west. The private economy shows the same state. That’
s to say, the east is the developed, the middle is the developing
and the west is underdeveloped. What shall we do is try to
eliminate the difference and realize the commom goal, and it is

the private economy which can help to do so.
1. the target of the study

It is -.the first time to give a systematical study to the
structure of the private economy. From the study, it tries to
clearify some unclear understanding in theory to the private
economy. What's more, it is the very time to put forward the
existing problems in its structure and try to give some

constructive suggestions of the private economy.
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
