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ABSTRACT

This thesis investigates an underground chamber excavated
from a Buddhist monastery site at Xianxixiang, Jinan, Shandong
Province.

Judging from the cultural deposits, a pagoda-like
architecture might have been built upon the underground chamber.
A further discussion on the brick sculptures on the interior of the

underground chamber draw a connection between the chamber

construction and the commercial operation of tomb construction
in the Song and Liao society. Basing on the inscription on the
stele found inside the underground chamber, the history of the
Kaiyuansi monastery can be partly reconstructed. It seems that
the Zabao Jingzang mentioned in the stele should be a version
of The Chinese Tripitaka, and should have some relationship
with the Kaibao Edition of Chinese Tripitaka. The paper further
explores the possible historical reasons for the deposit of Buddhist
statues in two hoards associated with the chamber, for which
an institution of state or public sponsored has been proposed.
Finally, the Xianxixiang structure is placed in the broader context
of architectural history to reveal the historical and geographic

connections of this Buddhist structure.
