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Victory Etched in Ink and Stone

The People's Republic of China has entered the new millennium, more determined than ever to build a stronger
nation. When recalling the past, one realizes that the cannon thunder and gunfire of the Huai-Hai Campaign were
silenced more than half a century ago. The vast land around Xuzhou, where the battle took place, is now cloaked
in lush green grass and beautiful flowers.

The Huai-Hai Campaign ousted the Chang Kai-shek regime, and laid the foundations for New China. The
fervor of the generals and soldiers of the People's Liberation Army, the strategies devised by veteran
revolutionaries, and the support of the people, are all invaluable historical legacies to later generations. Numerous
writers and artists have written poems to commemorate this great campaign , and over the past few decades, the
administrative office of the Monument to the Martyrs of the Huai-Hai Campaign has received over 3000 calligraphic
works by calligraphers across the country. These poems express the artists' profound admiration for the
revolutionaries and martyrs who took part in the campaign , as well as their aspirations for the future success and
wellbeing of China. The original calligraphic works are kept in the Huai-Hai Campaign Museum, and a forest of
stone tablets, inscribed with a selection of these works, was set up and opened to the public in 1999. It has since
become an important facet of the park which houses the Monument to the Martyrs of the Huai-Hai Campaign.

The tablets have been arranged to appear as a forest to the north of the Monument, undulating along a
winding lane that is lined with blub-tile pavilions and corridors. A small stream surrounded by bamboo and trees
also zigzags through the hills. The stone tablets feature 560 calligraphic works selected from the total 3000 picces.
The carvings are meticulously executed in the authentic calligraphic style of the original written works, and are
further enhanced by the beauty of the stonemasonry. The carvings include writings by govenment officials, poems
by veteran soldiers, tales of the achievements of the troops participating in the campaign and the works of
professional calligraphers.

The predominant tablet is a 150-ton natural boulder. The front bears five Chinese characters in the
handwriting of Chairman Mao Zedong, saying “Victory to the People” , and, also in Mao's handwriting, etched
on the back is the document, “Strategy for Huai-Hai Campaign” . The size of the stone and the bold style of
Mao's calligraphy add further depth to the scenery of this lush green forest. The central hall of the museum houses
tablets inscribed by veteran revolutionaries, party and military leaders. Famous calligraphers who have
contributed their works include Lin Sanzhi, Sha Menghai, Li Keran,Tao Bowu, Liu Kaiqu, and Qi Gong. Thus
the tablets are works of art as well as political monuments. Set in a beautiful and quiet environment, the Huai-Hai
Campaign stone forest is a fine example in the genre of theme stone forest of China.

This collection features stone tablets bearing some of the finest inscriptions of the Huai-Hai Campaign. Its

publication is of great significance, and this preface serves as a message of congratulations.
