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Preface to the Publication

I .CHINA ETHNIC YEARBOOK is a large—scale and comprehensive yearbook .approved by State General Administration
of Press and Publications, in the charge of National Committee of Nationalities Affairs and run by the Cultural Palace of the
Nationalities. CHINA ETHNIC YEARBOOK was started on publication in 1995, and one volume is published yearly. From
volume 2001,it is published periodically. This is the first issue since it's correcting and the 7th issue since its first publication.

I . This yearbook is mainly compiled of the development, in various social fields such as politics, economy, sciences,
education ;culture ,hygiene ,physical culture and religion affairs,of the 55 nationalities and the various ethnic autonomous regions
of our country in 2000,and of the laws and regulations,important documents and various statistical data related to ethnic groups
or the ethnic areas in the year. The information contained in this yearbook is full and accurate and reliable. Tt is a large —scale
encyclopedic ethnic document and information reference book.

I . This yearbook is mainly written in the form of essay style,clauses and subclauses style and annalistic style. The basic
written style of this book is clauses and subeclauses one, which is simple, clear, full and objective. The titles of the clauses and
subclauses are expressed with blackened symbols“[Y”.

IV . This yearbook is mainly compiled in the style of classification,accompanied with geographical order and chronological
order,ie,contents of the article are arranged in the order of category,column and clauses and subclauses. As the biggest unit of
the three,category is constituted of columns including special articles or clauses and subclauses. Clauses and subclauses are firstly
arranged according to the order of Table of Various Level’S Ethnic Autonomous Regions of the P. R.C. in Administrative Division
Manual compiled in 2001 by national ministry- of civil affairs,or in chronological order when classifying clauses and subclauses
reflecting conditions of the same district. Clauses and subclauses reflecting the relations between ethnic areas and non— ethnic
areas will be arranged according to ethnic areas.

V. The compilation form of this issue of the yearbook is adjusted greatly. Ethnic work is emphasized on in this book and the
introduction to the general situation of our 55 nationalities,the 5 autonomous regions,the 30 autonomous prefectures and the 119
autonomous counties (banners ), the selected compilation of ethnic laws and regulations, appendices and the reference to key
words,etc,is added to this book. This book includes 16 classifications ,ie»special records.important documents ,general situation,
ethnic work and affairs, work of the ethnic autonomous regions, ethnic economy,downtown and countryside construction and
social life,ethnic education,ethnic science and technology and culture ,medical hygiene ,ethnic physical culture, religions,figures,
the selected compilation of ethnic laws and regulations ,statistical data and records of important affairs. The clauses and subclauses
include 77 columns of the lst grade, 78 columns of the 2nd grade andl6columns of the3rd grade. There are 2100 clauses and
subclauses, 30 important documents , 9statistical data,15 appendices and16illustrations in the book,with a total number of 150
million words.

W . This issue of the yearbook is compiled of things happened during the time from january to december of the year 2000, with
some exceptions for the convenience of readers to fully understand the happenings. Short records and appendices are out of the
time limitation.

VI. In this issue of the yearbook, “nationalities”in clauses and subclauses generally refer to“ethnic groups”. Names of districts
and organizations in the article will be the full names of them when they are firstly mentioned,and habitual abbreviations of them
will be used otherwise.

VL. In the clauses and subclauses of this yearbook,national statistics are based on statistics of National Bureau of Statistics,
statistics of the autonomous regions are based on the statistics in bulletins of the autonomous regions.

K . The materials of this yearbook are mainly digested from about 50 newspapers and periodicals, some are from State
Nationalities Affairs Commission, State Bureau of Statistics, National Tourism Administration, Chinese Academy of Social
Science sand so on. All those clauses without names appended are from newspapers.

X . We pay tribute to the related state departments and research institutes for their help and support to the compilation of
this yearbook.

X .Owing to the limited knowledge of the editors, there are bound to be oversights and omissions in this
yearbook. Suggestions from personage of various social status,especially those engaged in ethnic work or research and those work
in ethnic areas are sincerely welcome,so that to improve our work.
