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Abstract

At the beginning of the Twelfth Five-year-plan, to change the development mode
is still the main axis of the regional economic development. Linkage and co-ordinated
development of regional economy is the basic support for its implementation. The
orderly transfering of Eastern industry to the central and western regions not only created
the conditions for the upgrading and transition of industrial structure; but also changed
the pattern of growth. China has entered the throes of change of development mode.
The differences of growth in East, central and western regions were conducive to the
adjustment of the “soft landing” , and was a necessary strategy to the path of maintaining
stability and in-depth reform of our country.

A problem worthy of attention: the top-level design of the national strategic co-
ordination and further reform and opening up, the implementation of a national
strategic planning at the regional, the relevant aspects of the reform experiment at the
regional level in-depth spread. In 2011, the following aspects of the reform ideas, bold
experiments in different regions, to show the whole country, the characteristics of
complementary reforms a full range of plunging: (D Chengdu-Chongging’s urban and
rural reform pilot; @ the ecological protection and the advancement of green low-
carbon development in the origin of the three Rivers; (3the coordinated development
of grain core areas in industrialization, urbanization and agricultural modernization;
@ comprehensively promote the cultural system reform and enhance the soft power; Gto
increase border regional port construction, deepening pattern of opening up. China’s
reform and opening up has entered a more difficult stage.

To China, 2012 is both a risk and opportunities of the Year, is also a major
strategic breakthrough year. Regional development pattern is expected to continue, the
economy as a whole will be in the feed and stable balance and show faster development.
However, reform in important areas of breakthroughs, the following three aspects of
regional reform worthy of attention:

First, scientific national spatial development plan as the leading, the region will pay
more attention to the differentiation strategy; the different main functional areas will

form different economic, social development goals; focusing on people’s livelihood and



policy implementation will be more intensive and effective.

Second, in the international situation of the developed countries “to return to
manufacturing”, China should pay close attention to the structure adjustment,
promoting transformation, strengthening the real economy, including vigorously
developing small and medium enterprises, so as to lay a solid basis of the real economy;
increase the intensity of financial reform and innovation, make sure that the funds into
the real economy, China’s reform in this area still has a long way to go.

Third, in 2012, livelihood of the people-oriented, to explore the social
management innovation in the process of accelerating the transition will become another

highlight of difference regions struggling in reform and innovation.
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
