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Dre':a C Xinjiang is located in the northwestern frontier region of China and heartland of Euro-Asian continent, covering the landarea of 1.66

million square kilometers, about one sixth of the land area. It neighbours on Mongolia, Russia, Kazakstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan,
Pakistan, India and Afghnistan, with the border line of 5,400 kilometers. It is an administrative region with the largest land area and longest land
boundary, bordering on the largest number of countries. Xinjiang's topography is sketched by “two basins (the Junggar Basin and Tarim Basin)
hemmed in by three mountains(the Altay Mountains, Tianshan Mountain and Kunlun Mountain)". This piece of beautiful land is greatly blessed by
nature, with the high-altitude Altay Mountain on its north, towering Kunlun Mountain on its south and beautiful Tianshan Mountain in the middle, which
divides Xinjiang into green north Xinjiang and golden south Xinjiang. Between the Tianshan Mountains and the Altay Mountains lies the Junngar Basin

frequented by wild horses and between the Tianshan Mountains and Kunlun Mountains is the boundless Tarim Basin. In the eastern and western
Tianshan Mountains are the Turpan Basin known as “fireland” and lli River Valley reputed as “southern China’s landscape beyond the Great wall”.
Xinjiang is a land abundant with resources of water, land, heat and light as well as ores and tourist resources. It is also one of national leading strategic
energy relay areas. Xinjiang's petroleum, natural gas and coal reserve are ranked the first in China. Xinjiang is an important passage of the ancient "Silk
Road”, distinctive of scenic spots and ancient remains, natural landscape and folklores. In the vast land around Xinjiang exist mountains, rivers and

akes, oasis and grassland, gobi desert, rare species of animals and numerous other natural sceneries with spectacular spectacle, promising a bright
future for tourism.

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The Tianshan is one of three major horizontal mountains in China
and also one of the biggest mountains in Asia. The Tianshan in the
territory of China runs west from the Kizil River Valley of Ugia county
in the Pamir Mountains extends eastward to the east of Xinxinxia,
Hami. The Tianshan Mountains stands higher in the west and lower
in the east, over 1,700 kilometers from west to east and 250 to 350

kilometers from south to north, with the maximum width of 400

kilometers and average altitude of 4000 meters, of which the leading
peak of Tomur is at 7435 meters above sea level. The glaciers of the
Tianshan Mountains number 9,128, with the total area of nearly 9,260
square kilometers, whose water-storing volume equals to annual water

volume from the Yangtze River into the sea.
