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The Press Conference

The press conference has certain advantages. The first advantage lies with the (1)
nature of the event itself; public officials are supposed to submit to scrutiny by responding to
various questions at a press conference.

Secondly, statements previously made at a press conference can be used as a (2) in
judging following statements or policies. Moreover, in case of important events, press conferences
are an effective way to break the news to groups of reporters.

However, from the point of view of (3) , the press conference possesses some
disadvantages, mainly in its (4) and news source. The provider virtually determines the
manner in which a press conference proceeds. This, sometimes, puts news reporters at a(n)
(5) , as can be seen on live broadcasts of news conferences.

Factors in getting valuable information preparation ;

Press conferences are an all too familiar phenomena around

us. (1)However, when people start thinking about its advantages, it

sometimes seems difficult to think of any that press conference

provides for the competent news reporter. (2 ) Use of the press

conference by public officials and private entrepreneurs help give
rise to the phrase “pseudo-event” , (3)and the event contrived to

create news coverage, where none has considered wanted.
