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INTRODUCTION

Flyers delivered with newspapers are a form of advertising closely tied to
the daily life and economic activities of the local area. In Greater Tokyo on

an average day, 19 flyers are inserted into folded newspapers before they -

are delivered. This adds up 7,000 a year, and we are told the number

continues to grow, despite Japan's ongoing recession. This is a 'pin-point'
medium, reaching individual consumers, and as such it is vital to small and
medium enterprises as well as large organizations. The growing numbers of
new businesses and independent start-ups that are a feature of the so-
called 'structural recession' translate into increased opportunities for
creative staff working in this field. And sure enough, in 1999 total
expenditure in this sector overtook that of magazine advertising, to put it in
third place in expenditure terms, after TV commercials and newspaper ads.

This trend was evident in the selection process of flyers for this book, which
were drawn from the vast number distributed in the course of one year in 13
major cities the length and breadth of Japan. Volume 2 again represents a
compilation of artwork carefully chosen according to our own criteria, and

intended for creative personnel and corporate advertising managers, to

assist their advertising planning, design, and copywriting work. It includes
many examples of artwork of a greater degree of sophistication than can be
found in Volume 1.

In these deflationary days, prices of goods and services are declining
across the board, and fees for creative work are no exception. Yet there is
no let-up in the demand for fresh presentation of information, reliability and
ever faster production times. Flyers are a distillation of the skills of all those

involved in their production, and comprise a veritable treasure trove of

creativity. We hope this book will help to make the creative work of those

who purchase it a little more cost-effective.

Finally, we would like to take this opportunity to thank all those who kindly
responded, despite their busy schedules, to our requests for confirmation of
data and other matters. t
