Since 1976, the year of publication of the first Supplement,
many new publications on air law have seen the light of day, and
many older publications have been discovered.

Some of our air law journals ran into difficulties, but other
new ones started being published, and the range of air law jour-
nals across the world is impressive.

As the years went by, many new aspects of air law asked our

attention. It will not be surprising that the following subjects
have been added to my classification scheme: 29 a The African Ci-
vil Aviation Commission; 29 d The Civil Aviation Council of Arab
States; 34 The International Civil Airports Association; 35 The
International Union of Aviation Insurers; 48 d Change of gauge;
71 i Supersonic aircraft; 71 k Hang-gliders; 109 f COCESNA; 123 a
The Malta Agreement, 1976; 127 e Stop-overs; 129 e Punitive dama-
ges; 129 f Mental injuries; 137 Multimodal transports; 139 a Gene-
ral — Cause of action; 147 b The Montreal Protocol, 1978.

The "Directions of Use'" as given in the Preface of the 1972
Bibliography also apply to this supplement. Within a given cate-
gory publications are listed chronologically - a system that has
been readily accepted by the users.

Closing date of the supplement was September 1980; publicat-
ions which appeared after that date have not been included in this
publication.

The Table of Contents and the Subject Index are again presen-—
ted in English, French and Spanish. The problem to find adequate
French and Spanish terms for recent developments ('"deregulation",
""Show Cause Order") sometimes remained unsolved: then, the original

expression was used between quotation marks.
