With more and more users on high-bandwidth
Internet connections, we will definitely see some big changes in Web animation in the near future.

The Internet of the future will probably look more like television or a 3D computer game, rather
than a static book, clicking or scrolling from page to page. Web animation is still in the process of

evolution — taking advantage of its own dynamism.
