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A single kanji can have multiple readings. Are there different kinds of
reading?
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There are two kinds of reading, One is called kunyomi, and the other onyomi.

When do you use the kunyomi reading?
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The kunyomi reading is mainly used in cases where a kanji stands alone, or
when a single kanji is combined with hiragana. Examples include 7K ( 4 §"), N\
#B(LBL), T (W K), BV T - {Dand vy (35 - W),

Usually, verbs and \ \ -type adjectives use the kunyomi reading,

Words using the onyomi reading of kanji are usually compounds of two or
more kanji (please see Page 20 for more detail). Because of this, you need to
know the onyomi reading of both kanji. However, you are able to read the
whole kunyomi word as long as you know the pronunciation of the one kanji.
Another benefit of studying the kunyomi reading is that they help you learn
verbs and \ \ -type adjectives.
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Isn't it possible to write 46 % as 46 % or 45 L 5 ?
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The hiragana part of words such as #5$ % , 5l , K ¥\ (5%, U and =
\ V) is called okurigana. Sometimes, the kanji stays the same but the word

meaning itself changes somewhat. This causes the okurigana part to change
as well. Examples are46 % — 4% 5, and £ %5 — % F#5 . You are
advised to memorize the okurigana part accurately.
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
