The focus of Collection: Offices is on buildings that primarily serve the
handling and processing of data and methods. Their most frequently used
production facility is the computer and their warehouses often only measure
a few 3.5 inch hard drives, which can fit on a single shelf.

The rapidly advancing digital revolution, diversification of tasks, and height-
ened expectations towards office buildings in terms of building equipment
and technology as well as an attractive building and work environment design
have substantially changed the building process within the past few decades.
Sophisticated ventilation technology and energy concepts nowadays go hand
in hand with contemporary designs that usually serve as the flagships of a
company or as part of its corporate design. New office concepts such as the
combination office or even the lounge workspace have been introduced along-
side the open space or cell office concepts that have basically been in use
since antiquity. Psychology explained to market economy the economic added
value of workplaces with wellness factors, while communication research
taught Taylorism the advantages of flexibility and spontaneity. Ecology and
high-technology have jointly dispelled the “office climate” described by
German author Franz Kafka.

Office buildings have been found in all advanced cultures since Mesopotamia,
but the work places of scribes were usually located in other buildings. It was
not until the Renaissance era, that true office buildings were constructed, the
most famous being the Uffizes ("offices”) in Florence (Girogio Vasari, 1511~
1574], a U-shaped section with group cells for thirteen administrative officers
each. In the 19th century the number of urban and state administration of-
fices once again increased rapidly and large office buildings were constructed
also for the private sector with prestigious receptions and extensive hallway
systems leading to the upstairs offices.

In the first quarter of the 20th century, the “employee” behind a Remington
typewriter became a full-fledge mass phenomenon and office high rises
began to conquer urban settings [Cass Gilberts Woolworth-Building,
1910-1913), until the 1960s/70s when new layout solutions that attempted to
combine individual and open-plan offices were introduced - office landscapes,
office islands, and combination offices overcame the discrepancy of individual
and open-plan offices.

Starting in the 1990s, computerization enabled new office forms such as
non-territorial offices with touchdown and desk sharing work places, busi-
ness hubs and lounge workspaces. Competency centers and competency
neighborhoods now structured areas according to their functions and revers-
ible offices can be adjusted to any office style within a short period of time
(just-in-time office). The realization that spontaneous meetings in informal
zones or chance discussions can advance work processes cost-efficiently
through “shorter connections” and spontaneous exchange of information,
loosened up the fixed territorial character of work places. The cost factor of
the newly developed spaces was turned into valuable social hubs, whose use
is advanced by winding paths. All these tendencies are presented in many
examples in Collection: Offices, in which even the presumably old office types
appear totally changed with the glamour of a new modern design - as places
in which it is a joy to work.
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Im Mittelpunkt der Collection: Offices stehen Bauten, die in erster Linie dem
Verwalten und Verarbeiten von Informationen und von Vorgangen dienen.
Haufigstes Produktionsmittel ist der Computer, und das Archiv ist oft nur noch
wenige 3,5-Zoll Festplatten groB und passt auf ein einziges Regalbrett.

Die rasant fortschreitende digitale Revolution, die Diversifizierung der Arbeiten
und die zunehmend hohen Anspriiche an den Blirohausbau in Gebaudeaus-
stattung und -technik sowie in ansprechender Gestaltung des Baukorpers und
des Arbeitsumfelds haben die Bauaufgabe in den letzten Jahrzehnten grundle-
gend gewandelt. Ausgefeilte Beliiftungstechniken und Energiekonzepte gehen
heute mit zeitgemaBer Gestaltung - haufig Aushangeschild des Betriebes oder
Teil eines Corporate Designs - einher. Neue Biroformen wie das Kombiburo
oder gar der Lounge Workspace treten neben die im Prinzip seit dem Altertum
bekannten Typen des Grofraumes oder des Zellenbiiros. Die Psychologie hat
der Marktwirtschaft den 6konomischen Mehrwert eines Arbeitsplatzes mit
Wohlfihlcharakter erklart, die Kommunikationsforschung hat dem Tayloris-
mus die Vorteile von Flexibilitat und Spontanitat beigebracht, Okologie und
High-Tech haben gemeinsam die .Biroluft” Franz Kafkas vertrieben.

Biiroraume sind in jeder Hochkultur seit Mesopotamien nachzuweisen, doch
als Arbeitsplatze dienten den Schreibern meist bestehende Bauten anderer
Gattungen, echte Birogebaude gab es nicht. Erst in der Renaissance entstan-
den echte Biirobauten, deren bekanntester sicher die Uffizien (.offices”] in
Florenz (Girogio Vasari, 1511-1574) sind, ein U-formiger Trakt mit Gruppen-
zellen fiir je dreizehn Verwaltungsangestellte. Im 19. Jahrhundert stieg die
Anzahl stadtischer und staatlicher Verwaltungsgeb&dude dann erneut rapide
an und es entstanden auch fir die Privatwirtschaft grofie Biirobauten mit
reprasentativem Empfang und umfangreichen Korridorsystemen zu den Biiros
im Obergeschoss.

Im ersten Viertel des 20. Jahrhunderts wurde der ,Biiroangestellte” an einer
Remington-Schreibschine endgiiltig ein Massenphanomen und Burohochhau-
ser begannen ihren Siegeszug (Cass Gilberts Woolworth-Building, 1910-1913)
als stadtpragende Bauform. Erst in den 1960er/1970er Jahren enstanden neue
Grundrisslosungen, die das Einzel- und Grofiraumbiiro zu verbinden suchten:
Burolandschaft, Biroinseln und Kombi-Biiro iberwinden den Gegensatz von
Einzel- und Grofiraumbdro.

Die Computerisierung machte seit den 1990er Jahren weitere Typen wie non-
territoriale Biiros mit Touchdown- und Desk-sharing-Arbeitsplatzen, Business
hubs und Lounge Workspace moglich. Kompetenzzentren und -nachbar-
schaften gliedern Bereiche nun aufgabenorientiert, und das reversible Biro ist
jedem Biirotyp kurzfristig (just-in-time Biiro) anzupassen. Die Erkenntnis, dass
spontane Treffen in informellen Zonen oder sich zufallig ergebende Gesprache
den Arbeitsprozess durch .kurze Dienstwege” und spontanen Wissensautausch
kostenglinstig voranbringen, lockerte den Arbeitsplatz als festes Territorium.
Aus dem Kostenfaktor der Erschliefungsraume wurden wertvolle social hubs,
deren Nutzung durch gewundene Wege forciert wird. All diese Tendenzen
finden sich in vielerlei Besipielen in der Collection: Offices, wobei auch die
vermeintlich alten Biiroraumtypologien sich im Glanz einer schicken modernen
Gestaltung véllig gewandelt zeigen - als Orte, an denen Arbeit Spafs macht.

LANDMARK EAST

Landmark East is a twin tower development located in Hong Kong's Kwun
Tong area. Derived from the long narrow site, the rectilinear slab towers con-
stitute a composition of slim, interlocking planes, slanted at varying angles
to create a sense of movement and play. The cores and floor zones are ar-
ranged to take advantage of harbor views. The car park and loading area was
restricted to the basement and a podium structure at the base of tower two.
This allows the remainder of the site to open up to form a landscaped ground
floor plaza, a unique feature for office developments in the area. The project
received a platinum rating from HK-Beam, a voluntary initiative to promote
the environmental efficiency of buildings in Hong Kong.

Die Zwillingstiirme befinden sich im Kwun Tong-Bezirk Hong Kongs auf
einem schmalen langgezogenen Grundstiick. Dessen geradlinige Struktur
wird vom Bau aufgegriffen und lost sich in einer Komposition von dinnen,
ineinander greifenden Ebenen auf, die in verschiedenen Winkeln geneigt
sind und ein Gefiihl von Bewegung und Spiel hervorrufen. Kernbereiche und
Korridore sind so angeordnet, dass man einen guten Blick auf den Hafen
hat. Die Park- und Ladebereiche sind auf das Untergeschoss und eine Podi-
umstruktur im Fundament des zweiten Turms beschrankt, sodass der Rest
des Gebietes einen ebenerdigen Freiraum bildet, der fiir die Entwicklung
dieses Biirogebiets einzigartig ist. Das Projekt bekam ein Platinum Rating
von HK-Beam, einem freiwilligen Programm, das die Umwelteffizienz von
Gebauden in Hong Kong bewertet.
