PREFACE

There are many, not a few first-class French/English dictionaries avail-
" able; yet, they often seem sadly inadequate to fulfil the expectgtions of
scholars, scientists and students who move in the ever growing vastness of
science and technology. In this sense, this work is a humble attempt at
filling in some of the gaps which are so frequently a source of irritation
and of frustration. The 150.000 terms in it cover a large number of fields,
as far as possible screened through a balanced selection, so as to make it a
valid and easy-to-use instrument of work.

This is, in fact, the main scope of the present dictionary, especially in
view of the fact that all scientific and technological subjects, owing to
their very complexity, are inevitably intertwined: mechanics invade the
territory of nucleonics, electronics, telecommunications, astronautics and
80 on; nor is it possible to divorce -and this is but an example- telecom-
munications from electricity, electronics and building construction; metal-
lurgy from mineralogy and petrology; mining and oilfield technology from
geology; medicine from the guiding principles of radiations and isotopes
and so on, practically ad infinitum. Of course, it would be sheer presump-
tion, not to say absurd, to suggest that every single term of every single
subject will be found in this work. It can only be assured that the very
best has been done, within the author’s ability, to avoid teasing the user in
his search.

All entries are placed in alphabetical order and each term is followed by
the indication of the subject to which it is related. When such indication
is “general”, this simply means that the term is thus translated in all its
applications. . ) '

Finally, the author would like to seek the user’s indulgence for all im-
perfections which may be found in his work and to express the hope that
the dictionary, as it is, may be of real, easy and satisfactory use.
