When greeting a friend in French, you say Salut or Bonjour.
Salut is a less formal way of saying hello.

—Bonjour, Madame.

—Bonjour, Mademoiselle.

—Bonjour, Monsieur.

1. When greeting an adult in French, you say Bonjour with the persons title. You
do not use the person’s name with the title.
