Liu Xiang: Dark Horse in the Athens Olympics

Liu Xiang, born in 1983 in Shanghai, is a Chinese hurdling
athlete.

In 2002, Liu launched his career in fine style by winning the first
Grand Prix in Lausanne with a world youth and Asian record time of
13.12 seconds in the 110 meters hurdles.

He has ever since made the finals at the world major track events.
Two of the three cases has seen American hurdling hero Johnson
taking the gold medals, but in the last one in May at Osaka, Liu
managed to beat Johnson with an Asian-record time of 13.06 seconds.

Young as he is, Liu has improved steadily, and won a gold medal
at the 2004 Summer Olympics in the 110-meter hurdles event. In the
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final, he equaled the world record of 12.91 seconds set in 1993 by
Colin Jackson of Wales. This is the first time an athlete of non-African
descent has dipped under 13 seconds for the 110-meter hurdles.

Chinese Student Praised
for Saving Drowning Child in Japan

A Shanghai student who saved a nine-year-old boy from a
typhoon-swollen river in Japan on Monday has been praised for his
heroic actions.

Police in Osaka said the boy was taking pictures with two other
students on the banks of the Yodo River when he fell in as he tried to
grab a memory card which had fallen out of his camera.

The raging torrent carried the boy more than 350 meters from
where he fell before he was spotted by Yan Jun, a 26-year-old student
who was visiting an Osaka university in preparation for his plan to
study for a doctoral degree there next year.

With no thought for his own safety, Yan leapt into the river to try
to grab the boy as the strong currents carried him past. He managed to
get hold of the boy and help him out after swimming about 15 meters.

Both Yan and the boy were taken to hospital for checks but
neither suffered serious injuries. Yan just had some scrapes to his skin.
