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Preface

Voila! An Introduction to French, Second Edition, is a complete program for
teaching introductory French at the college level. It embodies a contempo-
rary approach to language learning, one that is based on the most relevant
current knowledge about language acquisition. At the same time, it draws
upon a variety of proven methods, approaches, and materials.

Voila! provides a balanced program that promotes student proficiency
in the four skill areas: listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Since
learning French also involves learning about people who speak French,
Voila! presents a wealth of cultural materials in maps, photographs, au-
thentic documents, activities, and cultural notes found throughout the
book, as well as in special sections—Magazines francophones—devoted to
the French-speaking world.

Every lesson of Voila! is built around a theme that provides a meaning-
ful focus for new material. Vocabulary is presented visually and in brief
narratives that provide a natural and engaging context for its acquisition.
Vocabulary notes teach students to distinguish between formal and infor-
mal vocabulary and give them insight into the cultural aspects of language.

The grammar explanations in Voild! are written in clear, concise Eng-
lish; they help students understand how languages work in general as well
as how French works in particular. The variety of practice materials in
Voila! expands and reinforces students’ linguistic abilities. They include
structured exercises that lead students toward grammatical accuracy, con-
textualized activities that provide meaningful practice, and open-ended
activities that develop communicative skills.

Voila! teaches reading and writing as active processes. It uses authentic
contemporary materials from Francophone newspapers, magazines, and
other documents to train students in strategies that will make them inde-
pendent readers. It takes a unique approach to teaching writing skills, with
activities that guide students step-by-step through the process of writing.

The language in Voila! is fresh, familiar, and vital. It reflects the way
French is actually spoken and written. With Voila! students learn French
that has the ring of authenticity and a spark of humor.
