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ABSTRACT

Informatization driving industrialization, bringing the latter-
development-advantage into play and achieving great development of
social productivity are China’ national development strategy. The
basis of informatization is the development of information industry.
Different from traditional manufacturing and agriculture, informa-
tion industry develops mainly depending on information resources
and knowledge resources, accordingly, it must have its special de-
velopment rules. And we should also explore and investigate its in-
fluence on the important aspects of macro-economy, in order to pro-

vide theory basis for policy-decision of government and strategic plan
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of enterprises. The author has mainly studied the increasing return
in the information industry, analyzed the economies of scale, e-
conomies of scope and economies of growth, and agglomeration e-
conomies in information industry, putting forward commends about
how government and enterprises selects its development and compe-
tition policy.
