Your instructors will give you additional heip outside
of class if there is evidence that you are putting maximum effort
into the course. '

you better organize your time and study habits, as well as
resources to help you make the most of your college
opportunities. There is no plan or technique that could be labeled
as the best and be guaranteed to fit each individual. Learning is a
very personal matter and cannot be totally standardized.
Therefore, you should study each plan and technique available
and then choose the one that seems right for you.
