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American often say that there are only two things a person can be sure of in (1)
:death and (2) .Americans do not have a comer on the “death” mar-
ket, but many people feel that the United States leads the world with the worst taxes.

Taxes consist of the (3) which people pay to support their government.
There are generally three levels of (4) in the United States: federal, (5)

, and city; therefore, there are three (6) of taxes.
Salaried people who earn more than a few thousand doliars must pay a certain (7)
of their salaries to the federal government. The percentage varies for (8)
.1t depends on their salaries. The federal government has a graduated (9)
tax; that is, the percentage of the tax increases as a person’s income in-
creases. With the high (10) of taxes, people are not very happy on April 15,
when the federal taxes are due.

The second tax is the state government. Some (11) have an income tax
similar to that of the federal government.Of (12) , the percentage for the state
tax is lower. Other states have a (13) tax, which is a percentage charged to
any item which you buy in that state. Some states use income tax in (14) to
sales tax to raise their revenues. The state tax laws are diverse and confusing.

The third tax is for the (15) . This tax comes in two forms: property tax and
(16) tax, which is demanded on vehicles in a city. The cities utilize these funds
for education, police and fire (17) , public works and municipal buildings.

Since Americans pay such high taxes, they often feel that they are working one day
each week just to pay their taxes . People always complain about (18) . Although
Americans have conflicting (19) on many issues—religious, racial, cultural,
and political—they tend to agree on one (20) :taxes are too high.
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Shopping for clothes is not the same experience for a man as it is for a woman. A
man goes (1) because he needs something. His purpose is settled and decid-
edin (2) .He knows what he wants, and his (3) is to find it and buy
it; the price is a secondary consideration. All men simply walk into a shop and ask the
(4) for what they want. If the shop has it in (5) , the salesman
promptly produces it, and the business of trying it on proceeds at (6) . All being
well, the (7) can be and often is completed in less than five minutes, with
hardly any chat and to everyone’s (8)

For a (9) , slight problems may begin when the shop does not have what
he wants, or does not have exactly what he wants. In that (10) the salesman,
as the name implies, tries to sell the (11) something else-he offers the nearest
he can to the article required. No good salesman brings out such a substitute bluntly; he
does so with (12) and polish: “1 know this jacket is not the style you want, sir,
but would you like to try it for size. It happens to be the color you mentioned.” Few men
have patience with this treatment, and the usual (13) is: “This is not the right
colour and may be the right size, but | should be wasting my time and yours by trying it
on.”

Now how does a woman go about buying ciothes? In aimost every (14)
she does so in the opposite way . Her shopping is not often based on need. She has nev-
er fully made up her (15) what she wants, and she is only“having a (16)

around” . She is always open to persuasion; indeed she sets great store by
what the saleswoman telis her, even by what companions tell her. She will try on any
number of things . Uppermost in her mind is the thought of finding something that every-
one thinks suits her. Contrary to a lot of jokes, most women have an excellent (17)
of value when they buy clothes. They are always on the lookout for the unex-

pected (18) .Faced with a roomful of dresses, a woman may easily spend an



(19) going from one rail to another, to and fro, often retracting her steps, be-
fore selecting the dresses she wants to try on. It is a laborious process, but apparently
an enjoyable one.Most dress shops provide (20) for the waiting husbands.
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Are some people born clever, and others born (1) 7 Or is intelligence de-
veloped by our environment and our experiences? Strangely (2)  ,the answer to
both these questions is yes.To (3) extent our intelligence is given us at birth,
and (4) amount of special education can make a genius out of a child (5)

with low intelligence.On the (6) hand, a child who lives in a boring
environment will develop his intelligence (7) than one who lives in rich and (8)

surroundings . Thus the limits of a person’s intelligence are fixed at birth, but
whether or not he reaches those limits will depend on his environment. This view, now
held by most experts, can be supported in a number of ways.

Itis (9) to show that intelligence is to some extent something we are born
with. The closer the blood relationship between two people, the (10) they are
(11) to be in intelligence. Thus if we take two (12) people at random
from the population, it is likely that their degrees of intelligence will be completely (13)




.If on the other hand we take two (14) twins they will very likely be
as (15) as each other. Relations like brothers and sisters, parents and chil-
dren, usually have (16)_ intelligence, and this (17) suggests that in-
telligence depends on birth.

Imagine now that we take two identical twins and put them in different environment.
We might send one, for example, to a university and the other to a factory where the
work is boring. We wound soon find differences in intelligence developing, and this indi-

cates that environment as (18) as birth plays a part. This conclusion is (19)
suggested by the fact that people who live in close contact with each other,
but who are not (20) at all, are likely to have similar degrees of intelligence.
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
