The purpose of the book,entitled“The Discrimination
and Analysis of the Gynecolgical and Obsteric Cases Misdi-
agnosed and Mistreated” was to raise the level of the health
and safety of the gynecopathic patients. All the misdiag-
nosed or mistreated cases we met in more than 30 years in
the past were collected in this book ,including most of the
typical, critical , difficult and complicated , commin and rare
ones. The misdiahnosed cases in this book were strange di-’
agnostically ,but not in reality. For example,some of the pa-
tientswith ectopic gestation,a commin obstetric disease ,died
because of misdiagnosis. However, some of bhe dying pa-
tients were treated correctly and promptly and saved by us
at the moment of life and death and recovered. Let’s have
some more examples. A patient suffering from ovarian can-
cer had been feeling a pain in the stomch the waist and the
legs for two years,and was diagmosed as sciatic a by more
than thirty dorctors in nearly 20 hospitals. She was diag-
mosed and treated correctly only one week before she died
of extensive metastasis, We discriminsted and analysed the
medicalhistories the symptoms to physical signs of these
cases and the carses ang resrlts of misdiagnsis in this biik.

"This book is consisted of four parts ,sixteen chapters




and thirty nine sections. It contains 104 articles and 391
cases. The four parts are gynecology, women cancer ,ob-
stetrics and birth control . This book was co'mpiled by com-
bining the basic medical theories,the method of clinical ex-
amination, and the principles for diagnosis,on the basis of
the systemé and categories of diseases,and with the empha-
sis on the periciorsness of the iatrogenic diseases. In additi
on sthe experience and the moral of misdiagnoses and mis-
treatment are also introduced in this book .

Of the 391 cases- mentioned on this book, 94 died
through misdiagmosif and mistreatment. Most of these un-
fortmnate incidents took place in the small hospitals or the
clinics of the basic health units, However, some even hap-
pened in the provincial and municipal hospitals ,or under
the treatment by the doctors of eeniou ranks . The investi-
gation of the causes of misdiagrﬁosis and mistrdatment
showed that in the two kinds kf mistakes, there were teck-
nical problems, including theoretical knowledge, but the
“sense of resposibility as well, such as the perfunctory and
careless style in clinical work. They are the causes of the
serious results. The authors hope that our readers will take
them as the waming for them. ‘
