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ABSTRACT

Outlining some Ci poets and examining some schools of Ci, the
book places emphasis on the process of the evolution of the thought
of Ci poetry in about 200 years from Shunzhi to Daoguang of the
Qing Dynasty, when there existed extreme national conflicts and
the Qing Dynasty’ s enforcing to gag the thoughts of scholars.
Generally speaking, influenced by the political situation, the devel-
opment of the thoughts of Ci poetry in the Qing Dynasty could be
divided into four stages.

The first one was during the period of Shunzhi, it followed the
trail of the Yun Jian School of the late-Ming to write gaudy Ci.
But, there were some metaphor in their works reflecting the uneasy
time. The second was in the period of Kangxi. With the political
situation getting to be steady, there appeared a situation of many
styles in the creation of Ci such as the Yangxian School, maitaining
the grand style, the Zhexi School worshipping elegant standard and
the Na-Lan-Xing-De-School emphasizing charming style. The third
was from the middle period of Kangxi to that of Qinanlong when the
field of Ci was primarily occupied by the Zhexi School. These Ci
poets whose representative figure was Li'e, developed Zhu Yizun's
clearing, pure and elegant style, and adored the quiet and profound
wonderful realm of appreciating the beautiful writing. The fourth
was from the period of Qianlong to that of Daoguang, when the
Qing Dynasty began to fall. So the thoughts of serving from the so-

ciety got to rise, while the Zhe School fell into the field of escaping



the society. In order to get rid of the bad style of admiring their
own purity, some Ci poets of the lLate-Zhe-School such as Gue Ling
emphasized metaphor, their style turned from gaudy to simple.
The others such as Zhang Huiyan and Zhou Ji from the Chang-Zhou-
School followed the style of Feng and Sao to advocate the allegory
sturcture, which set profound and lasting impact upon the modern

Ci poetry.
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
